RESOLUTION NO. 1-2005 
 

ADOPTION OF THE RULES OF PROCEDURE 
 

By Mr. Grow, Chair, Finance Committee 
 
 WHEREAS, each Board must establish it’s RULES OF PROCEDURE at the 
Organizational Meeting, 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the enclosed St. Lawrence County Board 
of Legislators RULES OF PROCEDURE as mailed in the Organizational Meeting packet and dated 
January 3, 2005, are hereby adopted, and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board meeting dates in the attached calendar be 
set, and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Committee meeting dates be tentatively set as in the 
attached calendar. 
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ARTICLE I 
Quorum 

 
A majority of the duly constituted membership of the Legislature shall constitute a 

quorum.   
 
 

ARTICLE II 
Meetings 

 
A. The Organizational Meeting shall be called pursuant to Section 151 of the County Law.  

At such Organizational Meeting, the Board will elect a Chair and a Vice Chair. 
 
B. The Regular Meetings of the Legislature shall be held as identified in Attachment A, or 

by resolution during a regular meeting or special meeting, the Legislature may determine 
a date and time for the next meeting. 

 
C. Special Meetings shall be held at the call of the Clerk upon direction of the Chair or upon 

written request signed by a majority of the members of the Legislature. 
 
 

ARTICLE III 
Order of Business 

 
The Order of Business at each session, except as may be set apart for the consideration of 

matters for which a Special Meeting has been called, shall be as follows: 
 
  1. Roll Call 

 2. Prayer 
 3. Pledge of Allegiance  
 4. Approval of previous meeting minutes 
 5. Reading of Communications 
 6. Citizen Participation  
 7. Presentation of Resolutions  
 8. Reports of County Officers [if Chair deems necessary] 
 9. Old Business 
10. New Business 
11. Adjournment  
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ARTICLE IV 
Members 

 
A. All members of the County Legislature shall attend all regular and specially scheduled 

meetings of the Legislature, all duly called meetings of any special or standing 
committees of which any of the said Legislators are members, unless they are absent by 
reason of sickness, or excused by the Chair of the appropriate body. 

 
B. No member shall speak or debate until he/she has received recognition from the Chair. 
 
C. No member shall speak a second time to a question, as long as any member desires to 

speak who has not spoken to the question. 
 
 

ARTICLE V 
Non-members 

 
Citizens may speak before the Legislature in one of the following ways: 

 
A. During Citizen Participation period, upon recognition by the Chair.  The Speaker will 

state his/her name and is limited to five minutes. The total Citizen Participation time 
period shall not exceed thirty [30] minutes, unless extended at the discretion of the Chair. 

 
B. During the "Presentation of Resolutions" by being granted the floor by the Chair upon 

request of a Legislator.  The citizen may speak on the current agenda item only. 
 
 

ARTICLE VI 
Resolutions 

 
A. The term "resolution" as herein used, shall mean a formal proposed action in writing, by 

one or more of the Legislators, and/or a Committee of the Legislature.  Upon 
introduction, the resolution shall be read by the Clerk upon request.  The motion for 
adoption shall be properly seconded immediately preceding any debate on the main 
question. 

 
B. A member sponsoring a resolution shall file with the Clerk of the Legislature a copy of 

said resolution one week prior to the Regular Meeting, at which it is to be introduced.  
Copies of it, and the entire agenda, shall be mailed to each Legislator to arrive no later 
than three days preceding the Regular Meeting. 
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C. Any resolution approved by a committee and forwarded to the Board for consideration 
may only be withdrawn upon the approval of the Board. 

 
D.  Individual Legislators who wish to have their names added, as co-sponsors, to resolutions 

approved by a Committee may do so at the Committee Meeting by notifying the Deputy 
Clerk of the Board. 
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ARTICLE VII 
Committees 

 
A. The Chair and Vice-Chair of the Board of Legislators shall be ex-officio members of all 

standing and special committees with all the rights & privileges thereof. Except that if 
both the Chair of the Board and Vice-Chair of the Board are present at a committee 
meeting, ONLY the Chair will have voting privilege unless the Vice-Chair is a 
designated member of the Standing Committee, then both would have voting privilege. 

 
B. The Chair of the Board shall appoint the members and designate the Chair of all standing 

committees within ten days following his/her election.  He/she shall also appoint the 
members and designate the Chair of all special committees or subsequently created 
standing committees within ten days following creation thereof. 

 
C. Any vacancy occurring on any standing or special committee shall be filled by the Chair 

of the Board within thirty days after such vacancy occurs.  In the event that such vacancy 
occurs in the position of Committee Chair, the Board Chair shall designate a new 
Committee Chair. 

 
D. All committee appointments serve until new appointments are made by the Chair. 
 
E. No member shall be Chair of more than one standing committee. 
 
F. Each Standing or Special Committee shall perform the duties, so designated by the 

RULES of this board, or as assigned by the Chair of the Board. 
 
G. The Chair of each Standing or Special Committee shall be the presiding officer and shall 

cause the members thereof to be notified in advance of each meeting.  The Committee 
Chair shall call all necessary meetings.  Upon his/her refusal or neglect to call any 
meetings, the Clerk of the Board, upon written request signed by the Chair of the Board 
or by a majority of the Committee, shall call such meeting. 

 
H. A quorum for all committees shall be a majority of the membership of the committee.  

Once a quorum has been established, a majority of the committee members present is 
sufficient to approve or disapprove a proposed action. 

 
I. There shall be the following Standing Committees and their duties shall be those required 

by law, as directed by the Chair of the Board, or as so designated herein. 
 

OPERATIONS COMMITTEE:  Issues within the jurisdiction of this committee would 
be those arising out of the following departments:  Board of Elections, Central Services, County 
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Clerk, District Attorney, Emergency Services, Governmental Services, Planning, Probation, 
Public Defender, and Sheriff. 
 

SERVICES COMMITTEE:  Issues within the jurisdiction of this committee would be 
those arising out of the following departments:  Community Services, Consumer Affairs, 
Economic Development, Forestry, Office For Aging, Public Health, Social Services, Veterans 
Service, and Youth. 

 
FINANCE COMMITTEE:  Within the jurisdiction of this committee would be issues 

which would incur the expenditure of money not already appropriated; the issuance of bonds and 
payments thereon and the transfer of funds.  Issues arising from the Board of Legislators, Office 
of the County Attorney, Office of the County Treasurer, Office of Real Property Tax Service, the 
Highway Department and the Solid Waste Department shall be under the jurisdiction of this 
committee, as well as issues involving any outside agencies that are not currently funded within 
some other departmental budget, such as the Community Development Programs, Cooperative 
Extension, County Historian, and Soil and Water Conservation District. 
 
Special Committees may be created as needed. Any resolution or action by the Chair establishing 
a Special Committee shall specify powers, duties, and duration.  Special Committees shall 
include the Labor-Management Committee.  Each special committee shall report to the 
appropriate standing committee or full Board as directed by the Chair.  These reports shall be at 
least quarterly, and more often if needed.  When the Committee has completed its work, a final 
written report shall be made. 
 
J. The Deputy Clerk of the Board shall arrange for the taking of minutes at all committee 

meetings and be responsible for their safe keeping. The minutes of each committee shall 
be kept in a separate minute book provided by the Clerk of the Board of Legislators.  The 
minutes shall contain the time and place and persons present at the meeting; a record of 
all committee votes and a brief summary of the discussion and other actions.  Written 
statements by members or non-members may be submitted and shall become a part of the 
record of the committee.  Written summaries may be required by the Committee Chair.  
The minute book shall be filed in the office of the Clerk of the Board of Legislators and 
open to the public.  Written Committee minutes and agendas will be placed in the 
Legislators’ mailboxes. 

 
K. Committee Procedures 
 

1. Committees shall meet in accordance with the 2005 Meetings Schedule.  Regular 
Committee Meetings shall begin at 4:00 p.m.  A dinner break of at least one 
hour shall be taken at approximately 6:00 p.m. but in no case later than 6:30 
p.m.  (Note: Suspension of the Rules would be required to extend the length 
of the meeting without a dinner break)  When the Chair of a committee calls 
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special meetings it shall be the intent of this Board that public announcement 
thereof will be done as soon as possible.  

 
2. County Departments must submit any resolution for Committee consideration 

with the Clerk of the Board by the submission deadline as indicated on the 
Meeting Schedule. 

 
3. Rules for Legislators wishing to submit a resolution for committee 

consideration: 
 

a. If the resolution is to be in the committee packet, then it must be 
submitted by the submission deadline as indicated on Attachment B, 
or 

 
b. If the resolution is to be on a revised committee agenda, then it must 

be received by close of business the Friday before the regular 
committee meeting, or 

 
c. If during discussion of any agenda item then by motion with or 

without a copy of the resolution, or 
 

d. If under old/new business, then by motion with or without a copy of 
the resolution. 

 
4. Within three days of its introduction, any and every resolution, which has not 

been acted upon by the Board shall be referred by the Chair to the appropriate 
committee. 

 
5. Every resolution referred to any committee shall be placed on the regular agenda 

of that committee in chronological order of receipt in committee. 
 
6. Within six weeks of its referral to committee, every resolution shall be reported 

back to the Board of Legislators with the committee's recommendation either 
favorable or unfavorable, and with minority reports, if any. 

 
7. When any resolution is being considered by a committee, its proponent or any 

other legislator may come before the Committee and speak for or against the 
resolution.  Any member of the public wishing to address the Committee on an 
agenda item may, upon nomination by a Legislator and recognition by the Chair, 
speak for or against the measure.  The Committee may set a time limit of not 
more than five minutes on how long each individual may speak. 
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8. A member of the public who wishes to be on the agenda, shall contact the Board 
Office eleven (11) days in advance of a committee meeting, and request to be put 
on the agenda.  The Board Office will discuss the matter to be put on the agenda 
with the Chair of the Committee, and at the Chair’s discretion, may or may not 
add the matter to the agenda for the next committee meeting, or a future 
committee meeting. 

 
8. In accordance with County Law Article 4, Section 154, committees have no 

power to do anything by which the County may become obligated and all of their 
actions must be reported to and sanctioned by the Board. 

 
 
 
 
 

ARTICLE VIII 
Limitations and Amendment 

 
A. Notwithstanding any provisions herein contained, any decision of any committee or Chair 

thereof, or of the Chair of the Legislature, may be overruled by a majority vote of the 
Legislature. 

 
B. These rules may be suspended by a two-thirds vote of the total membership of the 

Legislature at any meeting of the Legislature upon the following conditions: 
 

1. The Legislator requesting the Suspension of the Rules shall provide an 
explanation of the necessity for the Suspension of the Rules. 

 
2. A copy of the resolution to be offered under Suspension of the Rules shall be on 

the desk of each Legislator at the beginning of the meeting or placed there before 
a vote is taken. 

 
C. These rules may be rescinded or changed by a majority vote of the total membership of 

the Legislature at any meeting of the Legislature, provided each member has had ten days 
written notice of the proposed change. 

 
D. Questions of Order and procedure not governed by these rules, or the laws of the State of 

New York, shall be decided according to Robert's Rules of Order Revised.  The 
Legislature shall provide a desk copy of a current edition of Robert's Rules of Order 
Revised for each member. 
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E. For purposes of a reconsideration vote, the next monthly meeting is considered to be the 
"next succeeding day" to our previous session. (rf. Roberts Rules of Order Revised, 
Section 36, page 156). 

 
F. A Legislator will be permitted to abstain from voting if he/she declares a conflict of 

interest. 
 
G. At each meeting of the Board the roll call votes will be on a rotation basis with the first 

roll call of the year starting with District One.  Thereafter, the first roll call of each Board 
Meeting shall start with the next person in the rotation as determined by the rotation of 
the Board.

BANK DEPOSITORIES AND INVESTMENT OF COUNTY'S FUNDS

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that in accordance with County Law and 
General Municipal Law the following banks be and hereby are designated as depositories for 
County funds received by the County Treasurer with permitted maximum deposits at any one time 
of $25,000,000:

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Treasurer be and hereby is authorized to 
deposit money in accordance with the St. Lawrence County Investment Policy.  This policy 
authorizes the Treasurer to deposit funds, not needed temporarily, in certificates of deposit, United 
States Treasury Bills, repurchase agreements, and day-of-deposit to day-of-withdrawal savings 
account, at prevailing interest rates in any bank authorized for the deposit of County funds as per 
this resolution.  The total deposits, excluding United States Treasury Bills, are not to exceed the 
amounts authorized by this resolution, and are to be secured as required by Article 10 of the General 
Municipal Law and as outlined by the County's Investment Policy. 
 
 INVESTMENT POLICY FOR ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY 
 
I. SCOPE 
 
 This investment policy applies to all moneys and other financial resources available for 
investment by the County or on behalf of any other entity or individual. 
 
II. OBJECTIVES 
 
 The primary objectives of the County's investment activities are, in priority order: 
 * to conform with all applicable federal, state and other legal requirements; 

* to adequately safeguard principal; 
 * to provide sufficient liquidity to meet all operating requirements; 
 * to obtain a reasonable rate of return. 
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III. DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY 
 
 The County Legislature's responsibility for administration of the investment program is 
delegated to the County Treasurer, who shall maintain written procedures for the operation of the 
investment program consistent with these investment guidelines.  Such procedures shall include an 
adequate internal control structure to provide a satisfactory level of accountability based on a 
database or records incorporating description and amount of investments, transaction dates, and 
other relevant information and regulate the activities of subordinate employees. 
 
IV. PRUDENCE 
 
 All participants in the investment process shall seek to act responsibly as custodians of the 
public trust and shall avoid any transaction that might impair public confidence in the St. Lawrence 
County Legislature to govern effectively. 
 
 Investments shall be made with judgment and care, under circumstances then prevailing, 
which persons of prudence, discretion and intelligence exercise in the management of their own 
affairs, not for speculation, but for investment, considering the safety of the principal as well as the 
probable income to be derived. 
 
 All participants involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal business 
activity that could conflict with proper execution of the investment program, or which could impair 
their ability to make impartial investment decisions. 
 
V. DIVERSIFICATION 
 
 It is the policy of the County to diversify its deposits and investments by financial 
institution, by investment instrument, and by maturity scheduling. 
 
VI. INTERNAL CONTROLS 
 
 It is the policy of the County for all moneys collected by any officer or employee of the 
government to transfer those funds to the Treasurer within 5 days of deposit, or within the time 
period specified in law, whichever is shorter. 
 
 The Treasurer is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control structure to 
provide reasonable assurance that deposits and investments are safeguarded against loss from 
unauthorized use or disposition, that transactions are executed in accordance with management's 
authorization and recorded properly, and are managed in compliance with applicable laws and 
regulations. 
 
VII. DESIGNATION OF DEPOSITORIES 
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 The County Legislature, at its annual organizational meeting each January, shall designate 
the banks authorized for the deposit of moneys and the maximum amount, which can be deposited 
at each bank. 
 
VIII. COLLATERALIZING OF DEPOSITS 
 
 In accordance with the provisions of General Municipal Law, all deposits of St. Lawrence 
County, including certificates of deposit and special time deposits, in excess of the amount insured 
under the provisions of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act shall be secured: 
 
 1.  By a pledge of eligible securities with an aggregate market value as provided by General 
Municipal Law, equal to aggregate amount of deposits. 
 2.  By an eligible irrevocable letter of credit issued by a qualified bank other than the bank 
with the deposits in favor of the government for a term not to exceed 90 days with an aggregate 
value equal to 140% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon interest, if any.  A 
qualified bank is one whose commercial paper and other unsecured short-term debt obligations are 
rated in one of the three highest rating categories by at least one nationally recognized statistical 
rating organization or by a bank that is in compliance with applicable federal minimum risk-based 
capital requirements. 
 
 3.  By an eligible surety bond payable to the government for an amount at least equal to 
100% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon interest, if any, executed by an 
insurance company authorized to do business in New York State, whose claims-paying ability is 
rated in the highest rating category by at least two nationally recognized statistical rating 
organizations. 
 
IX. SAFEGUARDING AND COLLATERALIZATION 
 
 Eligible securities used for collateralizing deposits shall be held by the depository or a third 
party bank or trust company subject to security and custodial agreements. 

 
The security agreement shall provide that eligible securities are being pledged to secure 

County deposits together with agreed upon interest, if any, and any costs or expenses arising out of 
the collection or such deposits upon default.  It shall also provide the conditions under which the 
securities may be sold, presented for payment, substituted or released and the events, which will 
enable the County to exercise its rights against the pledged securities.  In the event that the securities 
are not registered or inscribed in the name of the County, such securities shall be delivered in a form 
suitable for transfer or with an assignment to the County or its custodial bank. 
 
 The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, or 
agent of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets of the 
custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with or become 
part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities.  The agreement should also describe that 
the custodian shall confirm the receipt, substitution or release of the securities.  The agreement shall 
provide for the frequency of revaluation of eligible securities and for the substitution of securities 
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when a change in the rating of a security may cause ineligibility.  Such agreement shall include all 
provisions necessary to provide the County a perfected interest in the securities. 
 
X. PERMITTED INVESTMENTS 
 
 As authorized by General Municipal Law, the County Legislature authorizes the County 
Treasurer to invest moneys not required for immediate expenditure for terms not to exceed its 
projected cash flow needs in the following types of investments: 
 
 * Special time deposit accounts 
 * Certificates of deposits 
 * Obligations of the United States of America 
 * Obligations guaranteed by agencies of the United States 
 * Obligations of the State of New York 

* Obligations issued by a municipality, school district or district corporation in New 
York State, other than the County  

 * Obligations of public authorities, public housing authorities, urban renewal agencies 
and industrial development agencies where the general state statutes governing such 
entities or whose specific enabling legislation authorizes such investments 

 * Certificates of Participation (COPS) 
 
 All investment obligations shall be payable or redeemable at the option of the County within 
such times as the proceeds will be needed to meet expenditures for purposes for which the monies 
were provided and, in the case of obligations purchased with the proceeds of bonds or notes, shall 
be payable or redeemable at the option of the County within two years of the date of purchase.  
When applying this requirement to repurchase agreements, the repurchase date and not the maturity 
of the underlying maturity, shall govern. 
 
XI. AUTHORIZED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS AND DEALERS 
 
 The County shall maintain a list of financial institutions and dealers approved for investment 
purposes and establish appropriate limits to the amount of investments, which can be made with 
each financial institution or dealer.  All financial institutions with which the local government 
conducts business must be credit worthy.  Banks shall provide their most recent Consolidated 
Report of Condition (Call Report) at the request of the County.  Security dealers not affiliated with a 
bank shall be required to be classified as reporting dealers affiliated with the New York Federal 
Reserve Bank, as primary dealers.  The Treasurer is responsible for evaluating the financial position 
and maintaining a listing of proposed depositories, trading partners and custodians.  Such listing 
shall be evaluated at least annually. 
 
XII. PURCHASE OF INVESTMENTS 
 
 The Treasurer is authorized to contract for or place orders for the purchase of investments: 
 
1. Directly, including through a repurchase agreement, from an authorized trading partner. 
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2. By participation in a cooperative investment program with another authorized 
governmental entity pursuant to Article 5G of the General Municipal Law where such program 
meets all the requirements set forth in the Office of the State Comptroller Opinion No. 88-46, 
and the specific program has been authorized by the governing board. 
 
3. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized trading partner pursuant 
to a contract authorized by the governing board. 
 
4. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized investment adviser 
provided that all investments are directed by authorized personnel of the County, all trading 
partners are authorized by the designated Bank and the investment advisory agreement is 
approved by the Treasurer. 
 
 All purchased obligations, unless registered or inscribed in the name of the County, shall be 
purchased through, delivered to and held in the custody of a bank or trust company.  Such 
obligations shall be purchased, sold or presented for redemption or payment by such bank or trust 
company only in accordance with prior written authorization from the officer authorized to make 
the investment. All such transactions shall be confirmed in writing to the Treasurer by the bank or 
trust company.  Any obligation held in custody of a bank or trust company shall be held pursuant to 
a written custodial agreement as described in General Municipal Law. 
 The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, as 
agent of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets of the 
custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with or become 
part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities.  The agreement shall describe how the 
custodian shall confirm the receipt and release of the securities.  Such agreement shall include all 
provisions necessary to provide the County a perfected interest in the securities. 
 
XIII. REPURCHASE AGREEMENTS 
 
 Repurchase agreements are authorized subject to the following restrictions: 
 
 * All repurchase agreements must be entered into subject to a Master Repurchase 

Agreement. 
 * Trading partners are limited to banks or trust companies authorized to do business in 

New York State and primary reporting dealers. 
* Obligations shall be limited to obligations of the United States or guaranteed by 

agencies of the United States. 
 * No substitution of securities will be allowed unless the substitute securities are 

delivered to an independent custodian for the account of the County before the 
previously purchased securities are released.  
* The custodian shall be a party other than the trading partner.

 WHEREAS, there needs to be an appropriate the same accommodation of ATV riders in

 WHEREAS, proper planning through the Unit Management Planning process has the 
potential for designating suitable ATV use areas on lands subject to State-owned conservation 
easements, as well as on some State reforestation areas and forest preserves,

General Comments: 
 
Restricting ATV riding to public motor vehicle roads on State lands within the Adirondack Park 
classified as Wild Forest by the APSLMP and on State lands within the Catskill Park classified 
as Wild Forest by the CPSLMP would have the effect of virtually eliminating ATV use on State 
lands within these areas.  An exception would be disabled persons accessing DEC programs 
under a CP-3 permit.   
 
We recognize that, as long as public motor vehicle roads on Forest Preserve State lands are 
defined as public highways under the Vehicle and Traffic Law, ATV use must be confined to the 
situations where access to adjacent trails and areas approved for ATV use is only possible by 
using the public highway.  Since there are no designated trails or areas approved for ATV use 
adjacent to public roads on State lands within the Forest Preserve, then, by logical extension, 
there will be no ATV use of the public roads that cross the State lands.  The only exception 
would be trails and roads that are specifically designated in a UMP for the disabled as ATV-
compatible. 
 
ATV riding would be allowed on roads and trails in reforestation, multiple use and unique areas, 
subject to designation in a UMP and to the Vehicle and Traffic Law provisions.  Our reading of 
the Vehicle and Traffic Law provisions would lead us to conclude that ATV use on roads in 
these areas would be the minimum necessary to access adjacent trails. 
 
We conclude that the major future opportunity for ATV riding (apart from riding on non-
easement private lands with landowner permission) will be lands on which the State holds public 
access rights.  ATV use on these lands would be subject to the interests of the underlying fee 
owner being satisfied.  It remains to be seen how extensive such ATV use will actually be under 
these circumstances. 
 
St. Lawrence County believes that the proposed policies would excessively restrict ATV use.  
Certain State lands both inside and outside of the Forest Preserve with extensive road and trail 
networks might be quite suitable for ATV use.   We would hope that, where feasible within the 
context of UMPs, State lands would provide connectivity with trails on abutting private lands.  
Amending State statutes and regulations may be necessary as a first step before making such a 
policy a reality.    
 
We believe that onus is on ATV users to convince the State should to make ATV riding a 
“program” of the DEC.  ATV organizations need to propose a trail system, demonstrate how it 
will be compatible with potentially conflicting uses, develop a trail maintenance plan and 
propose a mechanism for funding the program.   Having said this, we support the establishment 
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of an adequately-funded, dedicated trail maintenance fund where the majority of revenues is 
dedicated to trail maintenance and is distributed based on trail miles. 
  
We understand that the DEC has been assigned the responsibility of overseeing ATV use on 
public lands.  We are of the opinion that the Department of Parks and Recreation should have 
that responsibility as stated in our Resolution Number 323-2004.  A copy of the resolution is 
attached. 
 
 
Specific Comments on the Draft Policy: 
 

1. Forest Preserve 
 
Natural Resource Protection – It is proper and necessary that DEC have the discretion to close or 
open roads within the Forest Preserve, depending on the evidence of damage or protection from 
damage from ATVs.  This principle extends to Maintenance and Seasonal Use also. 
 
Adirondack and Catskill State Land Master Plan – We agree that pursuant to current Vehicle and 
Traffic Law ATVs should be allowed only on public motor vehicle roads in Wild Forest areas 
and only on roads on Forest Preserve lands. 

 
Compatibility with Other Uses – We agree that ATV access must be compatible with other 
public use of the area as authorized by the UMP. 
 
Program Access – Public ATV riding is not a program in the Forest Preserve.  Some groups have 
argued that it should be, and if it was, it would have to be reasonably accommodated under 
Environmental Conservation Law.   Whether or not ATV riding in the Forest Preserve is a 
program has less to do with DEC declaring that should be a program and more to do with the 
groups advocating that it be a program organizing, making a case for it and agreeing on how to 
pay for it. 
 
Public Safety – The current language states that: “ It must be demonstrated that roads proposed 
to be open to public ATV use will be safe for the operation of ATVs…..”   Who should be 
demonstrating safety?  DEC in the UMPs only?  Persons proposing ATV routes within certain 
UMPs?  Both? 
 
Illegal Off-Road ATV Use – Same comment as above under Public Safety. 
 
Passable to Passenger Vehicles –  The wording here is not crystal clear.  What is the difference 
between designing a road for automobiles and designing it for motor vehicles?  Is the reference 
to automobiles simply to make the language consistent with the APSLMP and CPSLMP 
guidelines? 
 
Education and Enforcement – This is a very important aspect of proper ATV use that deserves 
adequate staffing and informational resources. 
 
ATV Access with Persons with Disabilities – The use of CP-3 permits is a reasonable 
accommodation of the needs of persons with qualifying disabilities. 
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2. Reforestation, Multiple Use and Unique Areas 
 
There is a section labeled “B. Conservation Easement Lands”, but there is no Section A under 
this heading.   We presume that B should have been labeled “3”.   We will therefore use that 
format in our comments. 
 
Natural Resource Protection – Same comments as under Natural Resource Protection above, but 
applying to these classes of lands. 
 
Compatibility with Other Public Uses – Same comments as under Compatibility with Other 
Public Uses above. 
 
Program Access – Same comments as under Program Access above, but applying to these 
classes of lands. 
 
Public Safety – Same comments as under Public Safety above. 
 
Illegal Off-Road ATV Use – Same comment as under Public Safety above. 
 
Education and Enforcement – Same comment as under Education and Enforcement above. 
 
ATV Access with Persons with Disabilities – Same comment as under ATV Access with Persons 
with Disabilities above. 
 
3. Conservation Easement Lands 
 
Terms of Easement – reference is made to Recreational Management Plans for conservation 
easement areas.  Will these RMPs be formally incorporated into applicable UMPs?   If not, 
where would these plans be viewable? 
 
We reiterate our comments under “2. Reforestation, Multiple Use and Unique Areas” above.

WHEREAS, ATV registrations generated nearly one million dollars for the general fund 
in 2001 and that figure also increases exponentially, and  
 

WHEREAS, by their very nature, ATVs are a recreational vehicle in the same manner 
that snowmobiles, boats and other watercraft are, and should be administered by similar 
programs under the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation, and Historic Preservation, and 
 

WHEREAS, New York State needs to develop safe and legal use for ATVs, and 
 

WHEREAS, statistics prove a major improvement in accident rates on maintained trail 
systems, (i.e. a five-year study by the State of Maine shows only twenty-seven accidents on 
unmarked trails, source: Maine Governor’s ATV Task Force Report, 2002), and 
 

WHEREAS, without a properly administered program there is a lack of control by any 
government agency, by any legislation and by any enforcement agency, and 
 

WHEREAS, without a properly administered program there is a lack of funding for 
program development and regulation of ATVing, and

safety of riders, sets a poor example for youth, and poses a risk to private property and

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW JAIL IN AND FOR 

THE COUNTY OF ST. LAWRENCE, NEW YORK, AT A MAXIMUM ESTIMATED 
COST OF $30,000,000 AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,500,000 BONDS 

OF SAID COUNTY TO PAY PART OF THE COST THEREOF 
 

By Mr. Cook, Chair, Finance Committee 
 

 BE IT RESOLVED by the affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of the total voting 
strength of the County Legislature of the County of St. Lawrence, New York, as follows: 
 
 Section 1. The construction of a new jail, including site purchase, site improvement, 
original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus, and other improvements and costs 
incidental thereto (the “Project”), is hereby authorized in and for the County of St. Lawrence, 
New York, at a maximum estimated cost of $30,000,000. 
 
 Section 2. The plan for the financing of such maximum estimated cost shall be as follows: 
a) By the issuance of $1,500,000 bonds of said County hereby authorized to be issued 
therefore pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law; and 
b) By the issuance of $28,500,000 bonds of said County pursuant to future bond resolutions 
if so adopted by the County Legislature. 
 
 Section 3. It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the 
aforesaid specific object or purpose is thirty years, pursuant to subdivision 11(a)(1) of paragraph 
a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law. 
 
 Section 4. The faith and credit of said County of St. Lawrence, New York are hereby 
irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same 
respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year 
sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in such 
year.  To the extent not paid from other sources, there shall annually be levied on all the taxable 
real property of said County, a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds as 
the same become due and payable. 
 
 Section 5. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize 
the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the 
bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the County 
Treasurer, the Chief Fiscal Officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and content, and 
shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said County Treasurer, consistent with the 
provisions of the Local Finance Law. 
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 Section 6. All other matters except as provided herein relating to the serial bonds 
herein authorized including the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, 
within the limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same, including the 
consolidation with other issues, and also the ability to issue serial bonds with substantially level 
or declining annual debt service, shall be determined by the County Treasurer, the chief fiscal 
officer of such County.  Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause 
provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, and shall otherwise be in such form and 
contain such recitals, in addition to those required by Section 51.00 of the Local Finance Law, as 
the County Treasurer shall determine consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law. 
 
 Section 7. The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested 
only if: 
1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said County is   
not authorized to expend money, or 
2) The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this 
resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such 
validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publications, or 
3) Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution. 
 
 Section 8. This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes 
of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.  Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies 
are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis, or otherwise set 
aside with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein. 
 
 Section 9. This resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in 
summary in the Canton Plaindealer and the Advance News, the official newspapers of such 
County, together with a notice of the Clerk of the County Legislature in substantially the form 
provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

 WHEREAS, due to the complexity of the project and the specialized issues involved, the 
Jail Management Committee is recommending the creation of a full-time project management 
team as outlined in the Jail Project Management Plan dated May 23, 2005, and 
 
 WHEREAS, both the New York State Commission on Corrections and the National 
Institute of Corrections endorse this framework for project management,  
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the St. Lawrence County Board of 
Legislators accepts the Jail Project Management Plan as dated May 23, 2005 and authorizes its 
implementation, and  
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the St. Lawrence County Board of Legislators 
approves the filling of Staff Positions as outlined in the plan and the backfilling of positions as 
necessary, and  
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that existing employees placed in positions due to the 
implementation of this plan shall retain their rights back to their current positions at the 
conclusion of the project. 
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Project Management Plan 
St. Lawrence County Jail Project 

 
Revised May 23, 2005 

 
 
 
 

Purpose of Project Management Plan: 
 
Jail projects are more difficult to manage correctly than traditional projects. The reasons 
include: 
 
 Complexity of the project - In particular, security electronic systems, security 

hardware and communications are elements that are not found in typical office 
buildings.  In addition, there are many non-construction issues that are unique to 
Jail Projects.  Some examples of these issues are development of new 
procedure manuals, development of staffing plans, and training of employees in 
Direct Supervision concepts.  There is a need for a team with specialized skills 
and information to accomplish these tasks. 

 Time Consuming – The construction and operation of a Direct Supervision 
Facility involves correctional concepts new to St. Lawrence County.  
Incorporating these concepts into our new Jail will be very time consuming.  
Typically, the planning, design and construction phases can take a total of two 
and a half years or more depending on the size of the facility. 

 Specialized Issues - Computerized booking, classification, security, 
communications, food service, medical, etc. 

 Long-Term Impact - Jails last 30 – 50 years and you only get one chance to get 
it right.  Inefficiencies in design will lead to increased staffing levels and other 
operational costs over the life of the jail. 

 Fiscal Responsibility - Construction and operation of jails are very costly.  We 
have a responsibility to the public to be responsible in how this money is spent. 

 
Because of these issues, the Jail Management Committee is recommending the Board of 
Legislators approve the assignment of four current staff members full-time to the Jail Project 
Management Team.  The start dates of the team members will be staggered as outlined in this 
proposal. 
 
These Staff members will provide the primary production work for the Jail Project Management 
Team.  Both the National Institute of Corrections and the New York State Commission of 
Corrections endorse this framework for project management.  The use of a Project Management 
Team for Jail Construction is seen as a necessity, not a luxury. 
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Full-Time Project Personnel: 
 
 Salary Costs will be charged to the Jail Capital Project Fund.  Jail Project Bond 

proceeds will be utilized to pay for these positions when they become available.   
 Existing Department Appropriations will be utilized to pay for positions back-filled 

as a result of existing staff being assigned full-time to the Jail Project.

MODIFYING THE 2005 ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY SHERIFF AND 
GOVERNMENTAL SERVICES BUDGETS FOR EQUIPMENT

 WHEREAS, the portion of the former Economic Development Office located on the 
North Side of the second floor of the Public Safety Complex has been vacant since the Office 
relocated to the Human Services Center, and

 BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of St. Lawrence County as follows: 
 
Section 1.  Real Property owned by one or more persons with disabilities, or real property 

owned by a husband, wife or both, or by siblings, at least one of whom has a 
disability, and whose income, as hereafter defined, is limited by reason of such 
disability, shall be exempt from taxation for County purposes to the extent as 
provided in the following schedule:

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Section 2. For purpose of this Section: 
 
(a) “Sibling” shall mean a brother or a sister, whether related through half blood, 
whole blood or adoption. 

 
(b) A person with a disability is one who has a physical or mental impairment, not 
due to current use of alcohol or illegal drug use, which substantially limits such 
person’s ability to engage in one or more major life activities, such as caring for 
one’s self, performing manual tasks, walking, seeing, hearing, speaking, 
breathing, learning and working, and who (i) is certified to receive social security 
disability insurance (SSDI) or supplemental security income (SSI) benefits under 
the federal Social Security Act, or (ii) is certified to receive Railroad Retirement 
Disability benefits under the federal railroad Retirement Act, or (iii) has received 
a certificate from the state commission for the blind and visually handicapped 
stating that such person is legally blind, or (iv) is certified to receive a United 
States Postal Service disability pension. An award letter from the Social Security 
Administration or the Railroad Retirement Board or a certificate from the state 
commission for the blind and visually handicapped, or an award letter from the 
United States Postal Service shall be submitted as proof of disability. 
 

Section 3. Any exemption provided by this section shall be computed after all other partial 
exemptions allowed by law, excluding the school tax relief (STAR) exemption 
authorized by section four hundred twenty-five of this title, have been subtracted 
from the total amount assessed; provided, however, that no parcel may receive an 
exemption for the same municipal tax purpose pursuant to both this section and 
section four hundred sixty-seven of this title. 

 
Section 4. No exemption shall be granted: 
 
 (a) If the income of the owner or the combined income of the owners of the 

property for the income tax year immediately preceding the date of making 
application for exemption exceeds the sum of $18,400.  Income tax year shall 
mean the twelve month period for which the owner or owners filed a federal 
personal income tax return, or if no such return is filed, the calendar year.  Where 
title is vested in either the husband or the wife, their combined income may not 
exceed such sum, except where the husband or wife, or ex-husband or ex-wife is 
absent from the property due to divorce, legal separation or abandonment, then 
only the income of the spouse or ex-spouse residing on the property shall be 
considered and may not exceed such sum. Such income shall include social 
security and retirement benefits, interest, dividends, total gain from the sale or 
exchange of a capital asset which may be offset by a loss from the sale or 
exchange of a capital asset in the same income tax year, net rental income, salary 
or earnings, and net income from self-employment, but shall not include a return 
of capital, gifts, inheritances or monies earned through employment in the 
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federal foster grandparent program.  (In computing net rental income and net 
income from self-employment no depreciation deduction shall be allowed for the 
exhaustion, wear and tear of real or personal property held for the production of 
income); 

 (b) Unless the property is used exclusively for residential purposes, provided, 
however, that in the event any portion of such property is not so used exclusively 
for residential purposes but is used for other purposes, such portion shall be 
subject to taxation and the remaining portion only shall be entitled to the 
exemption provided by this section;  

 
 (c) Unless the real property is the legal residence of and is occupied in whole or in 

part by the disabled person; except where the disabled person is absent from the 
residence while receiving health-related care as an inpatient of a residential health 
care facility, as defined in section twenty-eight hundred one of the public health 
law, provided that any income accruing to that person shall be considered income 
for purposes of this section only to the extent that it exceeds the amount paid by 
such person or spouse or sibling of such person for care in the facility. 

 
OPTIONAL: 
 
Section 5. Any such income shall be offset by all medical and prescription drug expenses 

actually paid, which were not reimbursed or paid for by insurance. 
 
Section 6. Application for such exemption must be made annually by the owner, or all of the 

owners of the property, on forms prescribed by the state board, and shall be filed 
in such assessor’s office on or before the appropriate taxable status date; 
provided, however, proof of a permanent disability need be submitted only in the 
year exemption pursuant to this section is first sought or the disability is first 
determined to be permanent. 

 
Section 7. At least sixty days prior to the appropriate taxable status date, the assessor shall 

mail to each person who was granted exemption pursuant to this section on the 
latest completed assessment roll an application form and a notice that such 
application must be filed on or before taxable status date and be approved in order 
for the exemption to continue to be granted. Failure to mail such application form 
or the failure of such person to receive the same shall not prevent the levy, 
collection, and enforcement of the payment of the taxes on property owned by 
such person. 

 
Section 8. The provisions of this section shall apply to real property held in trust solely for 

the benefit of a person or persons who would otherwise be eligible for a real 
property tax exemption, pursuant to subdivision one of this section, were such 
person or persons the owner or owners of such real property.

STATE REAL PROPERTY TAX LAW 

 
 BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of St. Lawrence County as follows: 
 
Section 1.  Real Property owned by one or more persons with disabilities, or real property 

owned by a husband, wife or both, or by siblings, at least one of whom has a 
disability, and whose income, as hereafter defined, is limited by reason of such 
disability, shall be exempt from taxation for County purposes to the extent as 
provided in the following schedule:

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Section 2. For purpose of this Section: 
 
(a) “Sibling” shall mean a brother or a sister, whether related through half blood, 
whole blood or adoption. 

 
(b) A person with a disability is one who has a physical or mental impairment, not 
due to current use of alcohol or illegal drug use, which substantially limits such 
person’s ability to engage in one or more major life activities, such as caring for 
one’s self, performing manual tasks, walking, seeing, hearing, speaking, 
breathing, learning and working, and who (i) is certified to receive social security 
disability insurance (SSDI) or supplemental security income (SSI) benefits under 
the federal Social Security Act, or (ii) is certified to receive Railroad Retirement 
Disability benefits under the federal railroad Retirement Act, or (iii) has received 
a certificate from the state commission for the blind and visually handicapped 
stating that such person is legally blind, or (iv) is certified to receive a United 
States Postal Service disability pension. An award letter from the Social Security 
Administration or the Railroad Retirement Board or a certificate from the state 
commission for the blind and visually handicapped, or an award letter from the 
United States Postal Service shall be submitted as proof of disability. 

 
Section 3. Any exemption provided by this section shall be computed after all other partial 

exemptions allowed by law, excluding the school tax relief (STAR) exemption 
authorized by section four hundred twenty-five of this title, have been subtracted 
from the total amount assessed; provided, however, that no parcel may receive an 
exemption for the same municipal tax purpose pursuant to both this section and 
section four hundred sixty-seven of this title. 

 
Section 4. No exemption shall be granted: 
 
 (a) If the income of the owner or the combined income of the owners of the 

property for the income tax year immediately preceding the date of making 
application for exemption exceeds the sum of $18,400.  Income tax year shall 
mean the twelve month period for which the owner or owners filed a federal 
personal income tax return, or if no such return is filed, the calendar year.  Where 
title is vested in either the husband or the wife, their combined income may not 
exceed such sum, except where the husband or wife, or ex-husband or ex-wife is 
absent from the property due to divorce, legal separation or abandonment, then 
only the income of the spouse or ex-spouse residing on the property shall be 
considered and may not exceed such sum. Such income shall include social 
security and retirement benefits, interest, dividends, total gain from the sale or 
exchange of a capital asset which may be offset by a loss from the sale or 
exchange of a capital asset in the same income tax year, net rental income, salary 
or earnings, and net income from self-employment, but shall not include a return 
of capital, gifts, inheritances or monies earned through employment in the federal 
foster grandparent program.  (In computing net rental income and net income 
from self-employment no depreciation deduction shall be allowed for the 
exhaustion, wear and tear of real or personal property held for the production of 
income); 
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 (b) Unless the property is used exclusively for residential purposes, provided, 
however, that in the event any portion of such property is not so used exclusively 
for residential purposes but is used for other purposes, such portion shall be 
subject to taxation and the remaining portion only shall be entitled to the 
exemption provided by this section;  

 
 (c) Unless the real property is the legal residence of and is occupied in whole or in 

part by the disabled person; except where the disabled person is absent from the 
residence while receiving health-related care as an inpatient of a residential health 
care facility, as defined in section twenty-eight hundred one of the public health 
law, provided that any income accruing to that person shall be considered income 
for purposes of this section only to the extent that it exceeds the amount paid by 
such person or spouse or sibling of such person for care in the facility. 

 
Section 5. Application for such exemption must be made annually by the owner, or all of the 

owners of the property, on forms prescribed by the state board, and shall be filed 
in such assessor’s office on or before the appropriate taxable status date; 
provided, however, proof of a permanent disability need be submitted only in the 
year exemption pursuant to this section is first sought or the disability is first 
determined to be permanent. 

 
Section 6. At least sixty days prior to the appropriate taxable status date, the assessor shall 

mail to each person who was granted exemption pursuant to this section on the 
latest completed assessment roll an application form and a notice that such 
application must be filed on or before taxable status date and be approved in order 
for the exemption to continue to be granted. Failure to mail such application form 
or the failure of such person to receive the same shall not prevent the levy, 
collection, and enforcement of the payment of the taxes on property owned by 
such person. 

 
Section 7. The provisions of this section shall apply to real property held in trust solely for 

the benefit of a person or persons who would otherwise be eligible for a real 
property tax exemption, pursuant to subdivision one of this section, were such 
person or persons the owner or owners of such real property.

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(b) Such exemption shall not be granted to an enrolled member of an incorporated 
volunteer fire company, fire department or incorporated voluntary ambulance 
service residing in such county unless: 
 

(i) the applicant resides in the city, town or village which is served by 
such incorporated volunteer fire company or fire department or 
incorporated voluntary ambulance service;

 WHEREAS, the St. Lawrence County Industrial Development Agency (the "Issuer") is 
authorized and empowered by Title 1 of Article 18 A of the General Municipal Law of the State 
of New York (the "State"), as amended, and Chapter 358 of the Laws of 1971 of the State, as 
amended, (collectively, the "Act") to promote, develop, encourage and assist in the acquiring, 
constructing, reconstructing, improving, maintaining, equipping and furnishing of industrial, 
manufacturing, warehousing, commercial, civic, research and recreation facilities, including 
industrial pollution control facilities, railroad facilities and certain horse racing facilities, for the 
purpose of promoting, attracting, encouraging and developing recreation and economically sound 
commerce and industry to advance the job opportunities, health, general prosperity and economic 
welfare of the people of the State, to improve their recreation opportunities, prosperity and 
standard of living, and to prevent unemployment and economic deterioration, and 
 

WHEREAS, to accomplish its stated purposes, the Issuer is authorized and empowered 
under the Act to issue its revenue bonds to finance the cost of the acquisition, construction and 
equipping of one or more "Projects" (as defined in the Act) and to convey said projects or to 
lease said projects with an obligation to purchase, and 

 
WHEREAS, St. Lawrence University (the "University") has presented an application 

(the "Application") to the Issuer, requesting that the Issuer consider undertaking a project (the 
"Project") consisting of:  (i) the issuance of its civic facility revenue bonds (the "Bonds") in one 
or more issues or series in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $21,000,000 to pay a 
portion of the cost of acquiring the below described facility (the "Project Facility"), (ii) the 
acquisition of the Project Facility or to cause the Project Facility to be acquired, (iii) the granting 
of certain other "financial assistance" (within the meaning of Section 854(14) of the General 
Municipal Law) with respect to the Project, including potential exemptions from sales taxes, real 
estate transfer taxes, mortgage recording taxes and real property taxes (collectively with the 
Bonds, the "Financial Assistance"); and (iv) the lease (with an obligation to purchase) or sale of 
the Project Facility to the University or such other person as may be designated by the University 
and agreed upon by the Issuer, and 

 
WHEREAS, the Project consists of the following: (A) (1) the acquisition of an interest in 

approximately three acres of land on the University's main campus adjacent to Bewkes Science 
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Hall between Payson Hall and Madill Hall in Canton, New York (the "Land"), (2) the 
construction on the Land of two interconnecting buildings of three floors each, plus a partially 
earth-sheltered lower level, consisting of approximately 130,000 square feet to house the 
University's biology, chemistry and psychology departments (the "Facility"), and (3) the 
acquisition and installation in the Facility of certain machinery and equipment (the "Equipment," 
and together with the Land and the Facility being collectively referred to as the "Project 
Facility");  and (B) the financing of all or a portion of the foregoing by the issuance of revenue 
bonds of the Agency in one or more issues or series in an aggregate principal amount not to 
exceed $21,000,000, and 

 
WHEREAS, the County Legislature has been advised by the Issuer that the Issuer 

proposes to issue, subsequent to the adoption of this Resolution, its civic facility revenue bonds 
from time to time in a principal amount sufficient to fund all or a portion of the cost of acquiring 
the Project Facility, together with incidental costs in connection therewith, which principal 
amount is presently estimated to be approximately $21,000,000, and 

 
WHEREAS, the University has requested that interest on the Bonds be treated as 

excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes pursuant to Sections 103 and 145 
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), and 

 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Code, interest on the Bonds will not be 

excludable from gross income unless the issuance of the Bonds shall be approved by the County 
Legislature after the Issuer has conducted a public hearing thereon following reasonable public 
notice, and 

 
WHEREAS, on September 9, 2005, in accordance with the Notice of Public Hearing 

published August 7, 2005 in The Watertown Daily Times and August 9, 2005 in St. Lawrence 
Plaindealer, the Issuer held a public hearing to consider both the nature and location of the 
proposed Project Facility and the plan of financing the Project Facility by the issuance from time 
to time of the Bonds, and a record of the public hearing has been made available to each member 
of the County Legislature prior to this meeting, and 

 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Code, the County Legislature desires to 

allow the interest on the Bonds to be excludable from gross income for federal income tax 
purposes, and 

 
WHEREAS, the County Legislature has received notice from the Issuer as "lead agency" 

(the "Lead Agency") that it is the preliminary determination of the Lead Agency that the Project 
Facility will not have a "significant impact on the environment" within the meaning of Article 8 
of the Environmental Conservation Law of the State of New York, and 
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WHEREAS, Section 870 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York 
specifically provides that neither the Bonds nor any other obligation of the Issuer shall be a debt 
of St. Lawrence County, New York, the municipality for whose benefit the Issuer was 
established, nor shall St. Lawrence County, New York be liable thereon, 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the County Legislature of St. Lawrence

Lawrence, by Resolution No. 22-69 and Resolution No. 105-68 which modified Resolution No 
107-67, imposed a three percent sales tax pursuant to Articles 28 and 29 of the Tax law of the 
State of New York on: “the receipts from every sale, other than sale for resale, of gas, electricity, 
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refrigeration and steam, and gas, electric, refrigeration and steam service of whatever nature, and 
from every sale, other than sale of telephony and telegraphy and telephone and telegraph service 
of whatever nature except interstate and international telephony and telegraphy and telephone 
and telegraph service”, and  
  
 
 

WHEREAS, the County Legislature and the City of Ogdensburg by appropriate 
resolutions and pursuant to subdivision (c) of section 1262 of the Tax Law, approved the 
modification and distribution of sales tax within the County such that by agreement dated April 
2000, the County agreed to impose a uniform three 3 percent sales and compensating use tax and 
would pay the City of Ogdensburg 6.437389 percent of the total County sales tax receipts, the 
County would retain 50 percent (50%) of such sales tax and would distribute the balance to the 
towns and villages in the basis of full value assessment. In exchange for the foregoing, the City 
of Ogdensburg agreed to repeal its local law imposing a one and one-half percent (1 1/2%) sales 
tax within the City limits and to refrain from exercising its right of pre-emption to impose a local 
sales and compensating use tax during a ten year term commencing December 1, 2000 and 
ending November 30, 2010, and   
  

WHEREAS, the aforesaid agreement between the County of St. Lawrence and the City 
of Ogdensburg was duly approved, in writing, by the Comptroller of the State of New York, 
Department of Audit and Control, on June 28, 2000, and  
  

WHEREAS, this Resolution is subject to the City of Ogdensburg agreeing to modify its’ 
agreement with the County to the extent necessary to permit the exemption created by this 
resolution,   
  
             BE IT ENACTED by the St. Lawrence County Board of Legislators as follows: 
  
            Section 1.  Section six of Resolution No. 107 of 1967, as amended, is amended by adding 

a new subdivision (h) to read as follows: 

(h) (1) Receipts from the retail sale or use of fuel oil and coal used for residential purposes, the 

retail sale or use of wood used for residential heating purposes, and the sale, other than for resale, 

of propane (except when sold in containers of less than one hundred pounds), natural gas, 

electricity, steam and gas, electric and steam services used for residential purposes and the use of 

gas or electricity used for residential purposes shall be exempt from the taxes imposed by this 
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act.  The provisions of this paragraph shall not apply to a sale or use of (i) diesel motor fuel 

which involves a delivery at a filling station or into a repository which is equipped with a hose or 

other apparatus by which such fuel can be dispensed into the fuel tank of a motor vehicle and (ii) 

enhanced diesel motor fuel except in the case of a sale or use of such enhanced diesel motor fuel 

used exclusively for residential purposes which is delivered into a storage tank which is not 

equipped with a hose or other apparatus by which such fuel can be dispensed into the fuel tank of 

a motor vehicle and such storage tank is attached to the heating unit burning such fuel, provided 

that each delivery of such fuel of over four thousand five hundred gallons shall be evidenced by 

a certificate signed by the purchaser stating that the product will be used exclusively for 

residential purposes. 

       (2) The exemption set forth in this subdivision shall apply to receipts from all retail sales and 

uses described in paragraph (1) of this subdivision made, rendered or arising therefrom on or 

after December 1, 2005, although made on or rendered under a prior contract, if delivery or 

transfer of possession of such property or services is made after such date.  Where such property 

or service is sold on a monthly, quarterly or other term basis, and the bills for such property or 

service are based on meter readings, the amount received on each bill for such property or 

service for a month, quarter or other term shall be exempt, but such exemption shall be 

applicable to all bills based on meters read on or after December 1, 2005, only where more than 

one-half of the number of days included in the month or other period billed are days subsequent 

to November 30, 2005. 
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    (3) Where a residence is part of a multiple dwelling or other premises consisting of residential 

and non-residential units, or where a portion of a residence is used for non-dwelling purposes 

including the conduct of a trade or business, the same rules and regulations shall be applicable 

that have been established by the Commissioner of Taxation and Finance in order to allocate to 

such residence the portion of the sale of energy sources or services attributable to the residential 

portion. 

    (4) If the Commissioner of Taxation and Finance has prescribed a certificate to be taken by the 

vendor of the energy sources or services specified in paragraph (1) of this subdivision from the 

purchaser of such energy sources or services, such certificate shall be applicable for the purposes 

of this section.  Where a certificate is required, unless such vendor shall have received such 

certificate in such form as the Commissioner may prescribe, signed by the purchaser and setting 

forth his name and address, together with such other information as the Commissioner may 

require, stating that the premises, for which such energy sources or services are purchased, is 

used solely as a residence or identifying the residential portion of the premises, for which such 

energy sources or services are purchased including instances where a multiple dwelling unit or 

other premises consists of residential and nonresidential units or where a portion of a residence is 

used for non-dwelling purposes, such as the conduct of a trade or business, the provisions of this 

subdivision shall not apply and the tax shall be imposed at the rate provided for in sections two 

and four of this act.  No further certificate need be furnished for any subsequent purchase for 

such premises if the information set forth in the certificate last furnished the vendor has not 

materially changed, except that in the case of exempt purchases of enhanced diesel motor fuel in 
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amounts of over forty-five hundred gallons, a separate certificate must be furnished for each 

purchase. 

            § 2.  This act shall take effect December 1, 2005, and shall expire on May 31, 2006, and 

shall apply to sales made, services rendered and uses occurring during that period in accordance 

with applicable transitional provisions in sections 1106, 1216, and 1217 of the New York Tax 

Law.

LOCAL LAW B (NO.     ) FOR THE YEAR 2005, 
TO ALLOW ENROLLED VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTERS AND VOLUNTEER 
AMBULANCE WORKERS TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR A REAL PROPERTY TAX 

EXEMPTION UNDER RPTL §466-f 
 

 BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of St. Lawrence County as follows: 
 
Section 1.  Legislative intent.  The legislature recognizes the role of the volunteer 

firefighters and ambulance workers in securing the safety and well being of our 
communities.  The legislature hereby finds that it is in the best social and 
economic interests of the County of St. Lawrence to encourage volunteerism for 
said purposes.  To that end, by providing the following exemption it is the intent 
to so encourage volunteerism for our various fire and ambulance companies.  

 
Section 2. Exemptions for certain volunteer firefighters and ambulance workers. 

 
(a) Real property owned by an enrolled member of an incorporated volunteer fire 
company, fire department or incorporated voluntary ambulance service or such 
enrolled member and spouse residing in St. Lawrence County shall be exempt 
from taxation to the extent of ten percent of the assessed value of such property 
for county purposes, exclusive of special assessments, provided however, that 
such exemption shall in no event exceed $3,000 multiplied by the latest state 
equalization rate for the assessing unit in which such real property is located. 

 
(b) Such exemption shall not be granted to an enrolled member of an incorporated 
volunteer fire company, fire department or incorporated voluntary ambulance 
service residing in such county unless: 
 

(i) the applicant resides in the city, town or village which is served by 
such incorporated volunteer fire company or fire department or 
incorporated voluntary ambulance service; 
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(ii) the property is the primary residence of the applicant; 
 

(iii) the property is used exclusively for residential purposes; provided 
however, that in the event any portion of such property is not used 
exclusively for the applicant’s residence but is used for other 
purposes, such portion shall be subject to taxation and the remaining 
portion only shall be entitled to the exemption provided by this 
section; and 

 
(iv) the incorporated volunteer fire company or fire department and 

incorporated voluntary ambulance serve has submitted to the St. 
Lawrence County Director of Emergency Services a complete list of 
enrolled members, with their respective dates of service for such 
incorporated voluntary fire company, or fire department, or 
incorporated voluntary ambulance service.  The St. Lawrence 
County Director of Emergency Services shall then review all 
potential candidates and certify those that meet the necessary 
criteria to be eligible for this exemption. 

 
(c) Application for such exemption shall be filed with the assessor on or before 
the taxable status date on a form as prescribed by the state board. 
 
(d) No applicant who is a volunteer firefighter or volunteer ambulance worker 
who by reason of such status is receiving any benefit under the provisions of this 
article on the effective date of this section shall suffer any diminution of such 
benefit because of the provisions of this section. 
 

 (e) Any enrolled member of an incorporated volunteer fire company, fire 
department or incorporated voluntary ambulance service who accrues more than 
twenty years of active service and is so certified by the authority having 
jurisdiction for the incorporated volunteer fire company, fire department or 
incorporated voluntary ambulance service, shall be granted the ten percent 
exemption as authorized by this section for the remainder of his or her life as long 
as his or her primary residence is located within this state.
