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ARTICLE |
Quorum

A majority of the duly constituted membership of the Legislature shall constitute a
quorum.
ARTICLE II
Meetings

The Organizational Meeting shall be called pursuant to Section 151 of the County Law.
At such Organizational Meeting, the Board will elect a Chair and a Vice Chair.

The Regular Meetings of the Legislature shall be held as identified in Attachment A, or
by resolution during a regular meeting or special meeting, the Legislature may determine
a date and time for the next meeting.

Special Meetings shall be held at the call of the Clerk upon direction of the Chair or upon
written request signed by a majority of the members of the Legislature.

ARTICLE 111
Order of Business

The Order of Business at each session, except as may be set apart for the consideration of
matters for which a Special Meeting has been called, shall be as follows:

ARTICLE IV
Members

All members of the County Legislature shall attend all regular and specially scheduled
meetings of the Legislature, all duly called meetings of any special or standing
committees of which any of the said Legislators are members, unless they are absent by
reason of sickness, or excused by the Chair of the appropriate body.

No member shall speak or debate until he/she has received recognition from the Chair.
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No member shall speak a second time to a question, as long as any member desires to
speak who has not spoken to the question.

ARTICLE V
Non-members

Citizens may speak before the Legislature in one of the following ways:

During Citizen Participation period, upon recognition by the Chair. The Speaker will
state his/her name and is limited to five minutes. The total Citizen Participation time
period shall not exceed thirty [30] minutes, unless extended at the discretion of the Chair.

During the "Presentation of Resolutions” by being granted the floor by the Chair upon
request of a Legislator. The citizen may speak on the current agenda item only.

ARTICLE VI
Resolutions

The term "resolution™ as herein used, shall mean a formal proposed action in writing, by
one or more of the Legislators, and/or a Committee of the Legislature. Upon
introduction, the resolution shall be read by the Clerk upon request. The motion for
adoption shall be properly seconded immediately, preceding any debate on the main
question.

A member sponsoring a resolution shall file with the Clerk of the Legislature a copy of
said resolution one week prior to the Regular Meeting, at which it is to be introduced.
Copies of it, and the entire agenda, shall be sent to each Legislator to arrive no later than
three days preceding the Regular Meeting.

Any resolution approved by a committee and forwarded to the Board for consideration
may only be withdrawn upon the approval of the Board.

Individual Legislators who wish to have their names added, as co-sponsors, to resolutions
approved by a Committee may do so at the Committee Meeting by notifying the Deputy
Clerk of the Board.

ARTICLE VII
Committees

The Chair and Vice-Chair of the Board of Legislators shall be ex-officio members of all
standing and special committees with all the rights & privileges thereof. Except that if
both the Chair of the Board and Vice-Chair of the Board are present at a committee
meeting, ONLY the Chair will have voting privilege unless the Vice-Chair is a
designated member of the Standing Committee, then both would have voting privilege.

The Chair of the Board shall appoint the members and designate the Chair of all standing
committees within ten days following his/her election. He/she shall also appoint the
members and designate the Chair of all special committees or subsequently created
standing committees within ten days following creation thereof.
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Any vacancy occurring on any standing or special committee shall be filled by the Chair
of the Board within thirty days after such vacancy occurs. In the event that such vacancy
occurs in the position of Committee Chair, the Board Chair shall designate a new
Committee Chair.

All committee appointments serve until new appointments are made by the Chair.
No member shall be Chair of more than one standing committee.

Each Standing or Special Committee shall perform the duties, so designated by the
RULES of this board, or as assigned by the Chair of the Board.

The Chair of each Standing or Special Committee shall be the presiding officer and shall
cause the members thereof to be notified in advance of each meeting. The Committee
Chair shall call all necessary meetings. Upon his/her refusal or neglect to call any
meetings, the Clerk of the Board, upon written request signed by the Chair of the Board
or by a majority of the Committee, shall call such meeting.

A quorum for all committees shall be a majority of the membership of the Committee.
Once a quorum has been established, a majority of the Committee members present is
sufficient to approve or disapprove a proposed action.

There shall be the following Standing Committees and their duties shall be those required
by law, as directed by the Chair of the Board, or as so designated herein.

OPERATIONS COMMITTEE: Issues within the jurisdiction of this committee would
be those arising out of the following departments: Board of Elections, Conflict Defender,
County Clerk, District Attorney, Emergency Services, Governmental Services, Human
Resources, Information Technology, Planning, Probation, Public Defender, and Sheriff,
the expenditure of money not already appropriated and the transfer of funds.

SERVICES COMMITTEE: Issues within the jurisdiction of this committee would be
those arising out of the following departments: Community Services, Forestry, Office for
the Aging, Public Health, Social Services, Veterans Services, Weights and Measures,
Youth Bureau, and IDA Report, and the expenditure of money not already appropriated
and the transfer of funds.

FINANCE COMMITTEE: Within the jurisdiction of this committee would be issues
which would incur the expenditure of money not already appropriated; the issuance of
bonds and payments thereon and the transfer of funds. Issues arising from the Board of
Legislators, Office of the County Attorney, Office of the County Treasurer, Office of
Real Property Tax Service, the Highway Department and the Solid Waste Department
shall be under the jurisdiction of this committee, as well as issues involving any outside
agencies that are not currently funded within some other departmental budget, such as the
Cornell Cooperative Extension, Chamber of Commerce, Soil and Water Conservation
District, and Historical Association.

Special Committees may be created as needed. Any resolution or action by the Chair
establishing a Special Committee shall specify powers, duties, and duration. Special
Committees shall include the Labor-Management Committee. Each special committee
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shall report to the appropriate standing committee or full Board as directed by the Chair.
These reports shall be at least quarterly, and more often if needed. When the Committee
has completed its work, a final written report shall be made.

The Deputy Clerk of the Board shall arrange for the taking of minutes at all committee
meetings and be responsible for their safekeeping. The minutes of each committee shall
be kept in a separate minute book provided by the Clerk of the Board of Legislators. The
minutes shall contain the time and place and persons present at the meeting; a record of
all committee votes and other actions. Written statements by members or non-members
may be submitted and shall become a part of the record of the committee. Written
summaries may be required by the Committee Chair. The minute book shall be filed in
the Office of the Clerk of the Board of Legislators and open to the public. Written
Committee minutes and agendas will be sent to Legislators and be available on the St.
Lawrence County website.

Committee Procedures

1. Committees shall meet in accordance with the 2014 Meetings Schedule. Regular
Committee Meetings shall begin at 5:30 p.m. When the Chair of a Committee
calls special meetings it shall be the intent of this Board that public announcement
thereof will be done as soon as possible.

2. County Departments must submit any resolution for Committee consideration
with the Clerk of the Board by the submission deadline as indicated on the
Meeting Schedule.

3. Rules for Legislators wishing to submit a resolution for committee consideration:

a. If the resolution is to be in the committee packet, then it must be submitted
by the submission deadline, or

b. If the resolution is to be on a revised committee agenda, then it must be
received by close of business the Friday before the regular committee
meeting, or

C. If during discussion of any agenda item then by motion with or without a

copy of the resolution, or

d. If under old/new business, then by motion with or without a copy of the
resolution.

4. Within three days of its introduction, any and every resolution, which has not
been acted upon by the Board shall be referred by the Chair to the appropriate
committee.

5. Every resolution referred to any committee shall be placed on the regular agenda
of that committee in chronological order of receipt in committee.
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Within six weeks of its referral to committee, every resolution shall be reported
back to the Board of Legislators with the committee's recommendation either
favorable or unfavorable, and with minority reports, if any.

When any resolution is being considered by a committee, its proponent or any
other legislator may come before the Committee and speak for or against the
resolution. Any member of the public wishing to address the Committee on an
agenda item may, upon nomination by a Legislator and recognition by the Chair,
speak for or against the measure. The Committee may set a time limit of not
more than five minutes on how long each individual may speak.

A member of the public who wishes to be on the agenda, shall contact the Board
Office, by submission date, eleven (11) days in advance of a committee meeting,
and request to be put on the agenda. The Board Office will discuss the matter to
be put on the agenda with the Chair of the Committee, and at the Chair’s
discretion, may or may not add the matter to the agenda for the next committee
meeting, or a future committee meeting.

All presentations to Committees, which are unrelated to resolutions on the
agenda, will be limited to a ten-minute presentation and a ten-minute question
session. (Note: Suspension of the Rules would be required to extend the length of
the presentation and/or questions.)

In accordance with County Law Atrticle 4, Section 154, committees have no
power to do anything by which the County may become obligated and all of their
actions must be reported to and sanctioned by the Board.

ARTICLE VIII
Limitations and Amendment

Notwithstanding any provisions herein contained, any decision of any committee or Chair
thereof, or of the Chair of the Board of Legislators, may be overruled by a majority vote
of the Legislature.

These rules may be suspended by a two-thirds vote of the total membership of the
Legislature at any meeting of the Legislature upon the following conditions:

1.

The Legislator requesting the Suspension of the Rules shall provide an
explanation of the necessity for the Suspension of the Rules.

A copy of the resolution to be offered under Suspension of the Rules shall be on
the desk of each Legislator at the beginning of the meeting or placed there before
a vote is taken.

These rules may be rescinded or changed by a majority vote of the total membership of
the Legislature at any meeting of the Legislature, provided each member has had ten days
written notice of the proposed change.
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Questions of Order and procedure not governed by these rules, or the laws of the State of
New York, shall be decided according to Robert's Rules of Order Revised. The
Legislature shall provide a desk copy of a current edition of Robert's Rules of Order
Revised for each member.

For purposes of a reconsideration vote, the next monthly meeting is considered to be the
"next succeeding day" to our previous session. (rf. Roberts Rules of Order Revised,
Section 36, page 156).

A Legislator will be permitted to abstain from voting if he/she declares a conflict of
interest.

At each meeting of the Board the roll call votes will be on a rotation basis with the first
roll call of the year starting with District One. Thereafter, the first roll call of each Board
Meeting shall start with the next person in the rotation as determined by the rotation of
the Board.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Treasurer be and hereby is authorized to
deposit money in accordance with the St. Lawrence County Investment Policy. This policy
authorizes the Treasurer to deposit funds, not needed temporarily, in certificates of deposit, Money
Market Accounts, United States Treasury Bills, repurchase agreements, and day-of-deposit to day-
of-withdrawal savings account, at prevailing interest rates in any bank authorized for the deposit of
County funds as per this resolution. The total deposits, excluding United States Treasury Bills, are
not to exceed the amounts authorized by this resolution, and are to be secured as required by Article
10 of the General Municipal Law and as outlined by the County’s Investment Policy.

INVESTMENT POLICY FOR ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY
. SCOPE

This investment policy applies to all moneys and other financial resources available for
investment by the County or on behalf of any other entity or individual.

Il. OBJECTIVES

The primary objectives of the County's investment activities are, in priority order:
to conform with all applicable federal, state and other legal requirements;
to adequately safeguard principal;

to provide sufficient liquidity to meet all operating requirements;

to obtain a reasonable rate of return.

to make every effort to invest locally.

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1. DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY

The County Legislature's responsibility for administration of the investment program is
delegated to the County Treasurer, who shall maintain written procedures for the operation of the
investment program consistent with these investment guidelines. Such procedures shall include an
adequate internal control structure to provide a satisfactory level of accountability based on a
database or records incorporating description and amount of investments, transaction dates, and
other relevant information and regulate the activities of subordinate employees.

V. PRUDENCE

All participants in the investment process shall seek to act responsibly as custodians of the
public trust and shall avoid any transaction that might impair public confidence in the St. Lawrence
County Legislature to govern effectively.

Investments shall be made with judgment and care, under circumstances then prevailing,
which persons of prudence, discretion and intelligence exercise in the management of their own
affairs, not for speculation, but for investment, considering the safety of the principal as well as the
probable income to be derived.

All participants involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal business
activity that could conflict with proper execution of the investment program, or which could impair
their ability to make impartial investment decisions.

V. DIVERSIFICATION

It is the policy of the County to diversify its deposits and investments by financial
institution, by investment instrument, and by maturity scheduling.

VI. INTERNAL CONTROLS

It is the policy of the County for all moneys collected by any officer or employee of the
government to transfer those funds to the Treasurer within 5 days of deposit, or within the time
period specified in law, whichever is shorter.

The Treasurer is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control structure to
provide reasonable assurance that deposits and investments are safeguarded against loss from
unauthorized use or disposition, that transactions are executed in accordance with management's
authorization and recorded properly, and are managed in compliance with applicable laws and
regulations.

VIl.  DESIGNATION OF DEPOSITORIES

The County Legislature, at its annual organizational meeting each January, shall designate
the banks authorized for the deposit of moneys and the maximum amount, which can be deposited
at each bank.

VIIl. COLLATERALIZING OF DEPOSITS

In accordance with the provisions of General Municipal Law, all deposits of St. Lawrence
County, including certificates of deposit and special time deposits, in excess of the amount insured
under the provisions of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act shall be secured:
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1. By a pledge of eligible securities with an aggregate market value as provided by General
Municipal Law, equal to aggregate amount of deposits.

2. By an eligible irrevocable letter of credit issued by a qualified bank other than the bank
with the deposits in favor of the government for a term not to exceed 90 days with an aggregate
value equal to 140% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon interest, if any. A
qualified bank is one whose commercial paper and other unsecured short-term debt obligations are
rated in one of the three highest rating categories by at least one nationally recognized statistical
rating organization or by a bank that is in compliance with applicable federal minimum risk-based
capital requirements.

3. By an eligible surety bond payable to the government for an amount at least equal to
100% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon interest, if any, executed by an
insurance company authorized to do business in New York State, whose claims-paying ability is
rated in the highest rating category by at least two nationally recognized statistical rating
organizations.

IX. SAFEGUARDING AND COLLATERALIZATION

Eligible securities used for collateralizing deposits shall be held by the depository or a third
party bank or trust company subject to security and custodial agreements.

The security agreement shall provide that eligible securities are being pledged to secure
County deposits together with agreed upon interest, if any, and any costs or expenses arising out of
the collection or such deposits upon default. It shall also provide the conditions under which the
securities may be sold, presented for payment, substituted or released and the events, which will
enable the County to exercise its rights against the pledged securities. In the event that the securities
are not registered or inscribed in the name of the County, such securities shall be delivered in a form
suitable for transfer or with an assignment to the County or its custodial bank.

The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, or
agent of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets of the
custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with or become
part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities. The agreement should also describe that
the custodian shall confirm the receipt, substitution or release of the securities. The agreement shall
provide for the frequency of revaluation of eligible securities and for the substitution of securities
when a change in the rating of a security may cause ineligibility. Such agreement shall include all
provisions necessary to provide the County a perfected interest in the securities.

X. PERMITTED INVESTMENTS

As authorized by General Municipal Law, the County Legislature authorizes the County
Treasurer to invest moneys not required for immediate expenditure for terms not to exceed its
projected cash flow needs in the following types of investments:

Special time deposit accounts

Certificates of deposits

Obligations of the United States of America

Obligations guaranteed by agencies of the United States

Obligations of the State of New York

Obligations issued by a municipality, school district or district corporation in New
York State, other than the County

* Obligations of public authorities, public housing authorities, urban renewal agencies
and industrial development agencies where the general state statutes governing such
entities or whose specific enabling legislation authorizes such investments

* Certificates of Participation (COPS)

All investment obligations shall be payable or redeemable at the option of the County within
such times as the proceeds will be needed to meet expenditures for purposes for which the monies
were provided and, in the case of obligations purchased with the proceeds of bonds or notes, shall
be payable or redeemable at the option of the County within two years of the date of purchase.
When applying this requirement to repurchase agreements, the repurchase date and not the maturity
of the underlying maturity, shall govern.

Xl. AUTHORIZED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS AND DEALERS

The County shall maintain a list of financial institutions and dealers approved for investment
purposes and establish appropriate limits to the amount of investments, which can be made with
each financial institution or dealer. All financial institutions with which the local government
conducts business must be credit worthy. Banks shall provide their most recent Consolidated
Report of Condition (Call Report) at the request of the County. Security dealers not affiliated with a
bank shall be required to be classified as reporting dealers affiliated with the New York Federal
Reserve Bank, as primary dealers. The Treasurer is responsible for evaluating the financial position
and maintaining a listing of proposed depositories, trading partners and custodians. Such listing
shall be evaluated at least annually.

XIl. PURCHASE OF INVESTMENTS

The Treasurer is authorized to contract for or place orders for the purchase of investments:

1. Directly, including through a repurchase agreement, from an authorized trading
partner.

2. By participation in a cooperative investment program with another authorized
governmental entity pursuant to Article 5G of the General Municipal Law where such program
meets all the requirements set forth in the Office of the State Comptroller Opinion No. 88-46,
and the specific program has been authorized by the governing board.

3. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized trading partner
pursuant to a contract authorized by the governing board.

4. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized investment
adviser provided that all investments are directed by authorized personnel of the County, all
trading partners are authorized by the designated Bank and the investment advisory agreement is
approved by the Treasurer.

All purchased obligations, unless registered or inscribed in the name of the County, shall be
purchased through, delivered to and held in the custody of a bank or trust company. Such
obligations shall be purchased, sold or presented for redemption or payment by such bank or trust
company only in accordance with prior written authorization from the officer authorized to make
the investment. All such transactions shall be confirmed in writing to the Treasurer by the bank or
trust company. Any obligation held in custody of a bank or trust company shall be held pursuant to
a written custodial agreement as described in General Municipal Law.
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The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, as
agent of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets of the
custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with or become
part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities. The agreement shall describe how the
custodian shall confirm the receipt and release of the securities. Such agreement shall include all
provisions necessary to provide the County a perfected interest in the securities.

XIl. REPURCHASE AGREEMENTS

Repurchase agreements are authorized subject to the following restrictions:

* All repurchase agreements must be entered into subject to a Master Repurchase
Agreement.
* Trading partners are limited to banks or trust companies authorized to do business in

New York State and primary reporting dealers.

* Obligations shall be limited to obligations of the United States or guaranteed by
agencies of the United States.

* No substitution of securities will be allowed unless the substitute securities are
delivered to an independent custodian for the account of the County before the
previously purchased securities are released.

* The custodian shall be a party other than the trading partner.

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators wishes to authorize a best value award
methodology for purchase contracts as authorized in section 103 of the General Municipal Law
and believes that this local law will be in the best interest of the citizens of St. Lawrence County,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that a public hearing on proposed Local
Law A (No. _ ) for the Year 2014 will be held at 6:50 p.m. on February 10, 2014, in the
Legislative Board Room.

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW A (NO.__) FOR THE YEAR 2014, THE ST. LAWRENCE
COUNTY BEST VALUE CONTRACT AWARD LAW

BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of the County of St. Lawrence as follows:
Section 1. Name of local law
This law shall be known as “the St. Lawrence County Best Value Contract Award law.”
Section 2. Findings and Intent

The State Legislature and Governor amended General Municipal Law, 8103 (A08692/S6117) on
January 27, 2012 to provide local governments greater flexibility in awarding contracts by
authorizing the award of purchase contracts, including contracts for service work on the basis of
best value. The state legislation requires Counties with a population of less than one million to
pass a local law authorizing the use of the best value award process.

Taxpayers are not well served when a public procurement results in low unit costs at the outset,
but ultimately engenders cost escalations due to factors such as inferior quality, poor reliability
and difficulty of maintenance. Best value procurement links the procurement process directly to
the municipality's performance requirements, incorporating selection factors such as useful
lifespan, quality and options and incentives for more timely performance and/or additional
services.

Even if the initial expenditure is higher, considering the total value over the life of the
procurement may result in a better value and long-term investment of public funds. Best value
procurement also encourages competition and, in turn, often results in better pricing, quality and
customer service. Fostering healthy competition ensures that bidders will continue to strive for
excellence in identifying and meeting municipalities' needs, including such important goals as
the participation of small, minority and women-owned businesses, and the development of
environmentally-preferable goods and service delivery methods. Best value procurement will
provide much-needed flexibility in obtaining important goods and services at favorable
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prices, and will reduce the time to procure such goods and services.
Section 3. Definition

"Best value" means the basis for awarding contracts for services to the offerer which optimizes
quality, cost and efficiency, among responsive and responsible offerers. Such basis shall
reflect, wherever possible, objective and quantifiable analysis. Such basis may also identify a
quantitative factor for offerers that are small businesses or certified minority- or women-owned
business enterprises as defined in subdivisions one, seven, fifteen and twenty of section three
hundred ten of the executive law to be used in evaluation of offers for awarding of contracts for
services.

Section 4. Authorization

A. St. Lawrence County is hereby authorized to use best value as the basis for awarding
purchase contracts, including contracts for service work, without regard to the amount of
the expenditure, in addition to awarding such contracts to the lowest responsible bidder
furnishing the required security. Excluded from the authorization of the use of best value
are purchase contracts necessary for the completion of a public works contract pursuant
to Article 8 of the Labor Law. The Purchasing Agent shall determine when to use Best
Value as the basis for awarding a purchase contract for any particular good or service.

Section 5. Standards and Procedures

A. Where the basis for awarding purchase contracts is best value, the Purchasing Agent shall
document in the procurement record, no later than in advance of the initial receipt of
offers, the determination of the evaluation criteria. Whenever possible, these criteria
shall be quantifiable and the documentation shall include the process to be used in the
determination of best value and the manner in which the evaluation process and selection
shall be conducted.

B. The Purchasing Agent shall select a formal competitive procurement process in
accordance with guidelines established by St. Lawrence County Purchasing Policy
and document its determination in the procurement record. The process shall include, but
is not limited to, a clear statement of need; a description of the required specifications
governing performance and related factors; areasonable process for ensuring a
competitive field; a fair and equal opportunity for offerers to submit responsive offers;
and a balanced and fair method of award. Where the basis for the award is best value,
documentation in the procurement record shall, where practicable, include a
quantification of the application of the criteria to the rating of proposals and the
evaluation results, or, where not practicable, such other justification which
demonstrates that best value will be achieved.

C. The solicitation shall prescribe the minimum specifications or requirements that must
be met in order to be considered responsive and shall describe and disclose the general
manner in which the evaluation and selection shall be conducted. Where appropriate,
the solicitation shall identify the relative importance and/or weight of cost and the overall
technical criterion to be considered by the County in its determination of best value.
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D. The Purchasing Agent shall develop procedures that will govern the award of contracts
on the basis of best value. These procedures shall be included in the St. Lawrence County
Purchasing Polity and reviewed annually by the Purchasing Agent in conjunction with the
annual review of the Purchasing Policy.

Section 6. Severability

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law or the application
thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity or circumstance shall be
adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or
judgment shall not affect, impair, effect or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined
in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law or in its
application to the person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity or circumstance
directly involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment shall be rendered.

Section 7. Effective Date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the New York State Secretary of
State.

ADOPTING PROPOSED LOCAL LAW A (NO._ ) FOR THE YEAR 2014, THE
ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY BEST VALUE CONTRACT AWARD LAW

By Mr. Morrill, Chair, Finance Committee
BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of the County of St. Lawrence as follows:
Section 1. Name of local law
This law shall be known as “the St. Lawrence County Best Value Contract Award law.”
Section 2. Findings and Intent

The State Legislature and Governor amended General Municipal Law, 8103 (A08692/S6117) on
January 27, 2012 to provide local governments greater flexibility in awarding contracts by
authorizing the award of purchase contracts, including contracts for service work on the basis of
best value. The state legislation requires Counties with a population of less than one million to
pass a local law authorizing the use of the best value award process.

Taxpayers are not well served when a public procurement results in low unit costs at the outset,
but ultimately engenders cost escalations due to factors such as inferior quality, poor reliability
and difficulty of maintenance. Best value procurement links the procurement process directly to
the municipality's performance requirements, incorporating selection factors such as useful
lifespan, quality and options and incentives for more timely performance and/or additional
services.

Even if the initial expenditure is higher, considering the total value over the life of the
procurement may result in a better value and long-term investment of public funds. Best value
procurement also encourages competition and, in turn, often results in better pricing, quality and
customer service. Fostering healthy competition ensures that bidders will continue to strive for
excellence in identifying and meeting municipalities' needs, including such important goals as
the participation of small, minority and women-owned businesses, and the development of
environmentally-preferable goods and service delivery methods. Best value procurement will
provide much-needed flexibility in obtaining important goods and services at favorable

prices, and will reduce the time to procure such goods and services.

Section 3. Definition

"Best value" means the basis for awarding contracts for services to the offerer which optimizes
quality, cost and efficiency, among responsive and responsible offerers. Such basis shall
reflect, wherever possible, objective and quantifiable analysis. Such basis may also identify a
quantitative factor for offerers that are small businesses or certified minority- or women-owned
business enterprises as defined in subdivisions one, seven, fifteen and twenty of section three
hundred ten of the executive law to be used in evaluation of offers for awarding of contracts for
services.
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Section 4. Authorization

A. St. Lawrence County is hereby authorized to use best value as the basis for awarding
purchase contracts, including contracts for service work, without regard to the amount of
the expenditure, in addition to awarding such contracts to the lowest responsible bidder
furnishing the required security. Excluded from the authorization of the use of best value
are purchase contracts necessary for the completion of a public works contract pursuant
to Article 8 of the Labor Law. The Purchasing Agent shall determine when to use Best
Value as the basis for awarding a purchase contract for any particular good or service.

Section 5. Standards and Procedures

A. Where the basis for awarding purchase contracts is best value, the Purchasing Agent shall
document in the procurement record, no later than in advance of the initial receipt of
offers, the determination of the evaluation criteria. Whenever possible, these criteria
shall be quantifiable and the documentation shall include the process to be used in the
determination of best value and the manner in which the evaluation process and selection
shall be conducted.

B. The Purchasing Agent shall select a formal competitive procurement process in
accordance with guidelines established by St. Lawrence County Purchasing Policy
and document its determination in the procurement record. The process shall include, but
is not limited to, a clear statement of need; a description of the required specifications
governing performance and related factors; areasonable process for ensuring a
competitive field; a fair and equal opportunity for offerers to submit responsive offers;
and a balanced and fair method of award. Where the basis for the award is best value,
documentation in the procurement record shall, where practicable, include a
quantification of the application of the criteria to the rating of proposals and the
evaluation results, or, where not practicable, such other justification which
demonstrates that best value will be achieved.

C. The solicitation shall prescribe the minimum specifications or requirements that must
be met in order to be considered responsive and shall describe and disclose the general
manner in which the evaluation and selection shall be conducted. Where appropriate,
the solicitation shall identify the relative importance and/or weight of cost and the overall
technical criterion to be considered by the County in its determination of best value.

D. The Purchasing Agent shall develop procedures that will govern the award of contracts
on the basis of best value. These procedures shall be included in the St. Lawrence County
Purchasing Polity and reviewed annually by the Purchasing Agent in conjunction with the
annual review of the Purchasing Policy.

Section 6. Severability

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law or the application
thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity or circumstance shall be
adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or
judgment shall not affect, impair, effect or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined
in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law or in its
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application to the person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity or circumstance
directly involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment shall be rendered.

Section 7. Effective Date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the New York State Secretary of
State.

term inpatient psychiatric care, where they were not only provided that specialized care, but were
also offered vocational programs aimed at giving them a sense of normalcy and some esteem and
dignity in their day to day lives at the facility, and

WHEREAS, between 1957 and 1968, the Department of Mental Health changed its
treatment focus from inpatient care to community-based care which was expanded as part of a
major reorganization and reduction of both residents and staff; to this end, buildings formerly

A BOND RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN ENERGY PERFORMANCE CONTRACT
AT A MAXIMUM ESTIMATED COST OF $2,900,000 AND AUTHORIZING THE
ISSUANCE OF UP TO $2,900,000 BONDS OF SAID COUNTY
TO PAY THE COST THEREOF

WHEREAS, the Governmental Services Department of the County of St. Lawrence,
New York (the “County”) previously issued a Request for Proposals to select a qualified Energy
Performance Contractor to identify and implement energy conservation measures in County-
owned facilities, and

WHEREAS, following receipt and review of proposals from four independent
contractors, by adoption of Resolution No. 148-2013, dated June 3, 2013, the County Legislature
authorized the execution and delivery of a Comprehensive Energy Audit Agreement with
Wendel Energy Services to identify and implement energy conservation measures in County-
owned facilities and a FlexTech Energy Study agreement with NYSERDA to cost share the
expense of the Comprehensive Energy Audit Agreement, and

WHEREAS, the results of the Comprehensive Energy Audit indicated that the County
will benefit from the implementation of an energy performance contract through the installation
of energy efficient facility and infrastructure improvement measures, and

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 18-2014 dated January 2, 2014, the County Legislature
authorized the execution and delivery of a Project Development Agreement and Retro-
Commissioning Services Agreement with Wendel Energy Services to design appropriate energy
performance measures and develop an appropriate financing mechanism, and

WHEREAS, the County and Wendel Energy Services has proceeded with the design
phase and development of the energy performance contract for the selected scope of work, and

WHEREAS, the work associated with the selected energy performance contract
measures is identified in an Energy Performance Contract (the “Energy Performance Contract”)
budgeted to have a maximum estimated cost of $2,900,000, and

WHEREAS, the County Legislature intends hereby to authorize and approve the
execution and delivery of the Energy Performance Contract with Wendel Energy Services and
the issuance of Bonds of the County to finance the cost of such contract, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act
(“SEQRA”), ECL Section 8-0101, et seq., and implementing regulations, 6 NYCRR Part 617
(the “Regulations™) the County is required to make a determination with respect to the
environmental impact of any "action™ (as defined by SEQRA) to be taken by the County and the
approval of this resolution constitutes such an action, and
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the affirmative vote of not less than two-
thirds of the total voting of the County Legislature of the County of St. Lawrence, New York, as
follows:

Section 1. The County, as a local agency pursuant to SEQRA, having reviewed the impact of
the scope of work identified in the Energy Performance Contract upon the environment, hereby
determines that such action constitutes a "Type Il Action™ under 8617.5(c)(1) and (2) of the
Regulations and is not subject to review under SEQRA.

Section 2. The form and substance of the Energy Performance Contract with Wendel Energy
Services is hereby approved at a maximum estimated cost of $2,900,000. The Chair of the
Legislature is hereby authorized, on behalf of the County, to execute and deliver any and all
energy performance agreements, as required, to implement the Energy Performance Contract
with Wendel Energy Services, in substantially the form as the Chairman shall approve, upon
approval of the County Attorney.

Section 3. For the specific object or purpose of identified in Section 2 above, including all
related environmental studies, architectural, legal and engineering fees, and all other necessary
costs incidental to such acquisition, there are hereby authorized to be issued $2,900,000 bonds of
said County pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law. The plan for the financing of
the aforesaid maximum estimated cost shall be by the issuance of up to $2,900,000, or such
amount less than $2,900,000 as may be necessary, of serial bonds or any bond anticipation notes
in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the bonds of said County, hereby authorized to be
issued pursuant to the Local Finance Law and the levy of a tax to pay interest on said
obligations, and by the application of state and/or federal assistance available or to any revenues
available for such purpose from any other source.

Section 4. It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid
class of objects or purposes is 20 years, pursuant to subdivision 35 of paragraph “a” of Section
11.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Section 5. The faith and credit of said County of St. Lawrence, New York, are hereby
irrevocable pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same
respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each year
sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such
years and such debt service payments may be made in substantially level or declining amounts as
may be authorized by law. All the taxable real property within said County shall be subject to the
levy of ad valorem taxes sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on said bonds.

Section 6. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the
issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the
bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the County
Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer. Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and
shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said County Treasurer, consistent with the
provisions of the Local Finance Law. The County Treasurer is hereby further authorized, at his
sole discretion, to execute all agreements and instruments in order to effect the financing or
refinancing of the specific object or purpose described in Section 2 hereof, or a portion thereof,
by a bond, and/or note issue of said County. The intent of this resolution is to give the County
Treasurer sufficient authority to execute those applications, agreements, instruments or to do any
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similar acts necessary to effect the issuance of the aforesaid bonds and/or notes without resorting
to further action of this County Legislature.

Section 7. All other matters except as provided herein relating to the serial bonds herein
authorized including the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, within the
limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same, including the
consolidation with other issues, and also the ability to issue serial bonds with substantially level
or declining annual debt service, shall be determined by the County Treasurer, the chief fiscal
officer of such County. Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause
provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, and shall otherwise be in such form and
contain such recitals, in addition to those required by Section 51.00 of the Local Finance Law, as
the County Treasurer shall determine consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 8. The County hereby covenants and agrees with the holders from time to time of the
Bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds, that the
County will faithfully observe and comply with all provisions of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended (the “Code”), and any proposed or final regulations issued pursuant thereto
unless, in the opinion of bond counsel, such compliance is not required by the Code and
regulations to maintain the exclusion from gross income of interest on said obligations for federal
income tax purposes.

Section 9. The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested only if:
1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said County is not
authorized to expend money, or

2) The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this
resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such
validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

3) Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section 10.  The temporary use of available funds of the County, not immediately required for
the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is
hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Local Finance Law, for the capital purposes
described in Section 2 of this resolution. The reasonably expected source of funds to be used to
initially pay for the expenditures authorized by this resolution shall be from the County’s
General Fund. It is intended that the County shall then reimburse expenditures from the General
Fund with the proceeds of the bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized by this resolution
and that the interest payable on the bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation
of such bonds shall be excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes. This
resolution is intended to constitute the declaration of the County’s “official intent” within the
meaning of Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2 to reimburse the expenditures authorized by
this resolution with the proceeds of the bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized herein.
Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are reasonably expected to be, received,
allocated on a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of
the objects or purposes described herein.

Section 11.  This resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in summary
form in the official newspaper(s) of such County, together with a notice of the Clerk of the
County Legislature in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance

REQUESTING THE NEW YORK STATE POLICE REEVALUATE THE DECISION
TO RELOCATE DISPATCH OPERATIONS FROM ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY

WHEREAS, in 1993, New York State Police Deputy Superintendent for Administration
Edward Vanderwall and other ranking members of the State Police, met with St. Lawrence
County officials to discuss and develop a plan that would bring together in one location,
communication specialists employed by the State Police, the St. Lawrence County Sheriff’s
Department and the then newly inaugurated 911 Emergency Dispatch Center in Canton, N.Y., in
an effort to improve and enhance the response to requests for service and to better coordinate
those responses to make the most effective use of the available resources, and

WHEREAS, that meeting, and others, resulted in a working agreement between the
parties, that envisioned communication specialists from those three departments in St. Lawrence
County, working side by side in a common effort to provide the best possible service to the
residents of and visitors to the County who have benefited greatly from the professionalism as
well as the enhanced level of service that has resulted from this unique endeavor, and

WHEREAS, recently the New York State Police, without consultation with or input
from St. Lawrence County officials, announced that they were looking at a plan that would
consolidate all State Police dispatching duties in Troop B, at the 911 Center in Essex County, in
an effort to “improve efficiency and effectiveness while maintaining the same or improved levels
of service” and further justifying the planned move by stating “one of the immediate benefits
will be having Troopers, formerly assigned to dispatch duty, available for patrol assignment to
respond to calls for service”, and

WHEREAS, if this plan is adopted, it will result in the loss of the communications
specialists currently assigned to the Canton Zone, and leaving a void in the E-911 Dispatch
Center which in all likelihood will result in the taxpayers of St. Lawrence County having to pay
for additional personnel to staff the dispatch center, and

WHEREAS, the explanation that has been offered is that there will be additional
Troopers assigned to patrol duties since they will not be assigned to dispatch duties, which in the
Canton Zone would amount to one Trooper per shift at most; there would still be a need, and
since there would be no civilian communications specialists manning a desk, the requirement
that there be a sworn member of the State Police available to greet and attend to those who come
to them in person with a need for some type of service, that under the current staffing structure
are handled by the civilian communications specialists, and

WHEREAS, in the past several years, the number of civilian communications specialists
in the employ of the New York State Police has dropped from a high of 252 to a current level of
approximately 134, and in the Canton Zone, dispatchers staffing levels have decreased from 6 to
4 and in mid-May, the level will drop to 3 with the retirement of one of the dispatchers; this is
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the reason that in some areas of the State, and in Canton, N, uniform Troopers have to take on
dispatch duties, failure to fill vacant civilian positions have consequences, and

WHEREAS, much can be said about improving efficiencies, but moving an effective
dispatch operation, staffed by people who have amassed a great deal of knowledge about not
only the physical attributes of the area, but the people who live there, over a hundred miles away
will not provide those same people with an equivalent level of service such as what they
currently enjoy and deserve; all calls received by dispatchers are not 911 emergency calls, other
calls received by dispatchers are requests for information, directions, weather reports, complaints
of a less serious nature, etc.; locally stationed dispatchers, who have an intimate knowledge of
the area and the “characters” whose tendencies allow an appropriate response and are in the best
position to screen and evaluate those kinds of calls, not someone who might be working the Zone
2 desk today and the Zone 1 (Plattsburgh) desk tomorrow in Essex County,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators requests that
the New York State Police reexamine and reevaluate their decision to relocate effective dispatch
operations from St. Lawrence County to Essex County, a move that will do nothing to enhance
the safety and security of the residents of the largest county in the State of New York, and will
not result in a significant increase in the numbers of uniform Troopers assigned to patrol duties
and will in all likelihood result in additional costs to taxpayers of St. Lawrence County, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this resolution be sent to Governor
Andrew Cuomo, Superintendent of the New York State Police Joseph D’ Amico, Senator Patty
Ritchie, Senator Joe Griffo, Senator Elizabeth Little, Assemblyman Marc Butler, Assemblyman
Ken Blankenbush, Assemblywoman Janet Duprey, Assemblywoman Addie J. Russell, and the
New York State Association of Counties.

WHEREAS, given the routine nature of such agreements and the ability of this
Transitional Employment Advancement Program (TEAP) to use Temporary Assistance funds to
encourage employment of those who would otherwise be receiving Temporary Assistance, it is
inefficient to require that a separate resolution be sought prior to signing each TEAP agreement
that may be required from time to time,

RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF THE 1,200 FEET EXTENSION OF RUNWAY 27
AT THE OGDENSBURG INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT IN ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY

Co-Sponsored by Mr. Burns, District 1; Mr. Lightfoot, District 3;
Mr. Clark, District 12; and Mr. Putney, District 15

WHEREAS, the Ogdensburg International Airport, which serves the City of Ogdensburg
and the greater region with daily commercial air service to travelers flying into and out of
northern New York and southeastern Ontario, Canada, is an important commercial and
transportation asset located in St. Lawrence County, and

WHEREAS, the Ogdensburg International Airport is conveniently located within an
hour’s drive to important Northern New York attractions such as the 1000 Islands, the
St. Lawrence River, the St. Lawrence Seaway, and the historic Seaway Trail, as well as
renowned education institutions such as St. Lawrence University, Clarkson University, SUNY
Potsdam, and SUNY Canton and important commercial centers, such as the Port of Ogdensburg
and Canada’s capital, Ottawa, and also New York’s Adirondack Mountains, and

WHEREAS, a partnership between a private-sector commercial air carrier and the
Ogdensburg Bridge and Port Authority (Authority) exists for up to $1 million to encourage
economic development and job growth by leveraging private capital investment and attracting
tourists to the North Country Region through creating an expanded terminal facility at
Ogdensburg International Airport, and

WHEREAS, the Ogdensburg International Airport proposes to extend Runway 27 from
5,200 feet to 6,400 feet, which will allow the airport to accommodate larger passenger planes and
bring in 40,000 additional tourists to the area and St. Lawrence County annually, and

WHEREAS, this extension will occur on Airport property and will be funded by the
Federal Aviation Administration, New York State Department of Transportation, private sector
and Ogdensburg International Airport funds, and

WHEREAS, the Economic Enhancement Committee has unanimously endorsed the
runway extension proposal submitted by the Authority as a location for an expanded runway in
St. Lawrence County, and strongly promotes the 1,200 feet proposed runway expansion that will
attract additional tourists and associated economic benefits of 150 plus passenger planes and
enhanced travel destinations to and from St. Lawrence County, New York, and

WHEREAS, the Economic Enhancement Committee is comprised of representatives of
the St. Lawrence County Chamber of Commerce, the St. Lawrence County IDA, the Ogdensburg
Bridge & Port Authority, the River Valley Redevelopment Agency, BOCES Administrative
staff, Regional Labor Council, Regional Workforce Development Institute, St. Lawrence County
Government, local small business owners including agriculture, and local concerned citizens,

SETTING THE ALLOCATION ALGORITHM FOR WORKERS’ COMPENSATION
PLAN PARTICIPANTS FOR 2015, 2016, AND 2017

By Mr. Morrill, Chair, Finance Committee

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County established a workers’ compensation self-insurance
plan for county, city, town, village and school district employees by Local Law 2 of 1956, and

WHEREAS, Local Law 3 of 1993 provides that the apportionment algorithm shall be
established for three years, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators last set said apportionment formula in 2012 by
Resolution No. 172-2011, and

WHEREAS, for the past fifteen years the St. Lawrence County Workers’ Compensation
Plan has used an algorithm which used full valuation of taxable real property and a three year
average of experience as percentages of the allocation, which percentage is currently seventy
percent (70%) real property and thirty percent (30%) experience, and

WHEREAS, an allocation formula using a risk and experience based rating places more
emphasis on safety in the work place, and

WHEREAS, an allocation formula in which the non-real property factor is based on the
plan participants’ payroll, employees’ job risk categories, and experience results in apportioning
costs in a manner more closely related to factors generating risk that are within the control of the
participants,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators sets the
allocation formula described below is hereby adopted for the Workers Compensation Self-
Insurance Plan for the years 2015, 2016, and 2017:

For the year 2015, the allocation formula shall be thirty percent (30%) risk-payroll-
experience and seventy percent (70%) real property factor. The risk-payroll-experience amount
shall be calculated as follows:

Payroll, excluding payroll for paid firefighters and fire drivers, for each participant shall
be aggregated into $100 units of low, medium and high risk categories, multiplied by a fixed
dollar rate for said category, established from the entire plan claims experience and New York
Compensation Insurance Rating Board promulgated rates, and the resulting amount shall be
adjusted by an experience modifier, which shall be calculated as a ratio of the participant’s year-
over-year loss development experience during the previous three successive calendar years to the
plan’s year-over-year loss development experience during the same time period, and the
experience modifier shall not be less than .5000 nor more than 1.5000 for any participant, and if
a participant has less than $15,000 of total claim experience in the period measured, the
participant’s experience modifier shall be 1.000, and the payroll attributable to a participant’s
paid firefighters, and paid fire drivers and the per capita charges for volunteer firefighters and
volunteer rescue squad members shall be attributed to St. Lawrence County as a plan participant
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for purposes of calculating the allocation of cost under this algorithm, and such attribution shall
not change or affect the employment relationship of paid personnel or the status of the relation of
volunteers to the respective municipal participants, and

The real property factor shall be calculated as follows:

A fraction, the numerator of which is the participant’s full valuation of taxable real property and

WHEREAS, the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority
(NYSERDA) offers rebates, subsidies and incentives for residential, agricultural and commercial
customers through the assessment of a System Benefit Charge (SBC) to state rate payers
including St. Lawrence County customers of National Grid, and

WHEREAS, specifically NYSERDA provides home performance programs that
financially support residential energy audits and efficiency upgrades for property owners and
tenants including photovoltaics, geothermal, wood pellets, small wind and Energy Star appliance
acquisition, among others, and

WHEREAS, specifically NYSERDA provides economic development related financial
support for a full spectrum of agricultural and commercial customers including photovoltaics,
geothermal, small wind, commercial lighting, HVAC and motor system upgrades, among others,
and

WHEREAS, available funding for many of these programs is not awarded as budgeted
by NYSERDA each year because of lower than anticipated numbers of applications, and

WHEREAS, residents of St. Lawrence County spend significant amounts of money on
energy related bills each year, particularly during the winter months, given the size and condition
of local housing stock, and

WHEREAS, most of these St. Lawrence County residents cannot afford these energy
related bills, and

WHEREAS, conversely, the number of applications submitted by National Grid
ratepayers in St. Lawrence County is disproportionately lower than the state average, presumably
due to limited marketing of these programs,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators requesting
New York State Energy Research and Development Authority (NYSERDA) to invest additional
marketing funds in St. Lawrence County to highlight the availability of energy efficiency
rebates, subsidies and incentives, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators urges the New York State
Energy Research and Development Authority to expand its marketing of these programs in
St. Lawrence County so that local ratepayers will be more knowledgeable about potential savings
and seek consultation from a local NYSERDA certified energy consultant, and

WHEREAS, the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority
(NYSERDA) offers rebates, subsidies and incentives for municipal customers through the
assessment of a System Benefit Charge (SBC) to state rate payers including St. Lawrence
County customers of National Grid, and

WHEREAS, many of the NYSERDA Program guidelines for rebates, subsidies and
incentives that are available for municipal and nonprofit customers, particularly those associated
with photovoltaics and geothermal, mirror those available to other commercial customers, and

WHEREAS, much of the value of commercial energy efficiency and renewable upgrades
is redeemable through tax credits, and

WHEREAS, municipal and nonprofit customers are not eligible to receive the financial
benefit of tax credits given the nature of their corporate structures, and

WHEREAS, the municipalities of Russell, Ogdensburg, Gouverneur, and in the very
near future Norfolk and Waddington have already taken action to capitalize on the efficiencies of
renewable energy sources with considerable success in spite of these program limitations, and

WHEREAS, municipalities with tight budgets and variable seasonal cash flow,
especially those in St. Lawrence County, could benefit greatly from an increased municipal and
nonprofit rebate, subsidy and incentive rate that would offset the loss in value associated with tax
credits and thereby encourage investment into renewable energy sources in order to permanently
offset municipal energy costs,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators requests New
York State Energy Research and Development Authority (NYSERDA) expand up-front
reimbursements for energy efficiency and renewable energy rebates, subsidies and incentives to
municipalities, counties and nonprofit agencies, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators urges the New York State
Energy Research and Development Authority to develop a rebate, subsidy and incentive class
specifically for municipalities and nonprofit customers that would increase the value of up-front
reimbursements, and

WHEREAS, the 2015 Tentative Budget as presented is indicative of a concerted effort to
comply with the Board of Legislators Five Year Plan, and

WHEREAS, the impacts of cuts over the past few years are demonstrated by the
stabilization of department budgets and reflected by staff continuing to work diligently to come
in under the tax cap and maintain the operations of the organization, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators is grateful that a team approach has produced a
manageable cost for the taxpayers and would like to commend the effort put forward to follow
through with no increases in many areas of the budget and careful consideration given to absorb
other increases that may not be within the control of the County, and

WHEREAS, the True Value Tax Rate (TVTR) that has been presented provides an
eighteen cent ($.18) or 2.14% increase per thousand over 2014 and the Board of Legislators
would like to decrease the rate to 2.00% or seventeen cent ($.17) increase per thousand, and

WHEREAS, the maintenance of roads and bridges in the County is of great concern to
the Board of Legislators and with that in mind, the goal of the reductions in the 2015 Budget
process would be to transfer an equivalent of the reduced amount to provide additional funding
for roads and bridges in St. Lawrence County,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators commends the
2015 Tentative Budget and requests through the budget process that the 2.14% increase in the
TVTR be reduced to 2.00% or an equivalent of $66,180, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that any additional reductions in the 2015 budget
process be transferred as an increased amount that will be made available to the Superintendent
of Highways for improving roads and bridges in the County following the review of a plan by
the Board of Legislators for its use once the amount is determined, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that any additional budget appropriations requested
must be accompanied by a corresponding appropriation reduction or an increase in budget
revenue, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the goal of the Board of Legislators is to follow
the five year plan while understanding there are impacts on the County outside of its control that
may require some flexibility as the County moves into a financially stable future.

WHEREAS, water levels and flow rates in Lake Ontario and the St. Lawrence River are
managed by the International Joint Commission, using a plan (“Plan 1958D) that has not been
updated in over 50 years, and

WHEREAS, the International Joint Commission has conducted a 10-year process at a

WHEREAS, since 1998, the Municipal Electric and Gas Alliance (MEGA), now
including more than 30 New York State county governments, has collectively shopped through a
public bid process for electricity and natural gas supplies, securing savings in energy costs for
more than 250 participating municipalities and others, and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County has successfully participated in MEGA’s energy
supply programs since 2011, and has saved significant taxpayer expense for both electricity and
natural gas supplies, and

WHEREAS, by resolution of one or more county governments, MEGA periodically bids
the electricity and natural gas supplies so that participating municipalities and others can obtain
the lowest cost for such supplies through New York State “piggybacking” law, and

WHEREAS, in 2012 New York State amended Section 66-j of the Public Service Law,
allowing for the off-site production of up to 2 MW of solar, micro-hydroelectric, and farm waste-
to-energy, and the purchase of the energy generated therefrom on a net-metering basis, and

WHEREAS, as a part of MEGA’s commitment to bring clean, renewable energy at a
reasonable cost to its customers, MEGA has implemented a program to provide public sector
customers with a long-term, price-certain supply of electric energy from renewable sources
under NYSPSL Section 66-j, and

WHEREAS, the potential outcomes of this initiative include fostering the development
of small, renewable energy facilities in New York State, enabling MEGA participants to directly
purchase electricity produced by such facilities, thereby stabilizing and potentially reducing the
cost of electricity for such participants, while supporting private investment in renewable energy,
and contributing to the reduction of greenhouse gasses, and

WHEREAS, MEGA requested and Tompkins County agreed to serve in the role of the
Procuring Municipality for this renewable energy procurement, a designation that allows other
municipalities, including St. Lawrence County, to receive the same terms and conditions as are
provided to the Procuring Municipality, and

WHEREAS, Gravity Renewables LLC of Boulder, Colorado, (the Company) was
selected through such procurement to be MEGA'’s designated provider of renewable power from

in which an issuer failed to comply, “in all material respects”, with its continuing
disclosure undertakings under SEC Rule 15¢2-12, and

WHEREAS, to participate in the MCDC program, an issuer must self-report possible
material misstatements or omissions relating to prior compliance with its continuing
disclosure obligations no later than December 1, 2014, and

WHEREAS, if the SEC staff recommends an enforcement action against an issuer
as a result of self-reporting, the issuer must, without admitting or denying the findings of
the SEC, comply with certain recommended settlement terms, and must agree to accept
a settlement pursuant to which the issuer consents to the institution of a cease and desist
proceeding by the SEC against it that will be a matter of public record, and

WHEREAS, as part of any settlement, the issuer must undertake to follow certain
procedures, including (but not limited to) the following: (i) establishing appropriate policies
and procedures and training regarding continuing disclosure undertakings; (ii) complying
with existing continuing disclosure undertakings, including updating past delinquent filings
within 180 days; (iii) cooperating with any subsequent investigation by the SEC, including
the roles of individuals (e.g., municipal officials) or other parties involved in the offering; (iv)
disclosing in a clear and conspicuous fashion the settlement terms in any official statement
for an offering by the issuer within the next five years; and (v) providing the SEC with a
compliance certificate regarding the foregoing on the one year anniversary of the date of the
institution of the proceedings, and

WHEREAS, for issuers participating in MCDC there will be no civil penalties
imposed by the SEC, and

WHEREAS, the County may determine that it is in the best interest of the County to

THE PAYMENT OF THE BONDS TO BE REFUNDED THEREBY

WHEREAS, the County of St. Lawrence, New York (hereinafter, the “County”)
heretofore issued $30,975,000 Public Improvement (Serial) Bonds, 2007, pursuant to various
bond resolutions for various objects or purposes, and a bond determination certificate of the
County Treasurer dated May 15, 2007 (hereinafter referred to as the “Refunded Bond
Certificate”), such Public Improvement (Serial) Bonds, 2007, now outstanding in the amount of
$26,825,000, maturing on May 15" annually in each of the years 2015 to 2035, inclusive, as
more fully described in the Refunded Bond Certificate (the “Refunded Bonds™), and

WHEREAS, it would be in the public interest to refund all, or one or more, or a portion
of one or more, of the outstanding principal balance of the Refunded Bonds maturing in each of
the years 2015 to 2035, inclusive, by the issuance of refunding bonds pursuant to the Local
Finance Law, and

WHEREAS, each such refunding will result in present value savings in debt service as
so required by the Local Finance Law,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators authorizes the
issuance pursuant to the Local Finance Law of Refunding Bonds of the County of St. Lawrence,
New York, to be designated substantially “Public Improvement Refunding (Serial) Bonds” and
providing for other matters in relation thereto and the payment of the bonds to be refunded
thereby, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators vote favorably by not less
than two thirds vote as follows:

Section 1. For the object or purpose of refunding the outstanding aggregate principal
balance of the Refunded Bonds, including providing moneys which, together with the interest
earned from the investment of certain of the proceeds of the refunding bonds herein authorized,
shall be sufficient to pay (i) the principal amount of the Refunded Bonds, (ii) the aggregate
amount of unmatured interest payable on the Refunded Bonds to and including the date on which
the Refunded Bonds which are callable are to be called prior to their respective maturities in
accordance with the refunding financial plan, as hereinafter defined, (iii) the costs and expenses
incidental to the issuance of the refunding bonds herein authorized, including the development of
the refunding financial plan, as hereinafter defined, compensation to the underwriter or
underwriters, as hereinafter defined, costs and expenses of executing and performing the terms
and conditions of the escrow contract or contracts, as hereinafter defined, and fees and charges of
the escrow holder or holders, as hereinafter mentioned, and (iv) the redemption premium to be
paid on the Refunded Bonds which are to be called prior to their respective maturities, and (v)
the premium or premiums for a policy or policies of municipal bond insurance or cost or costs of
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other credit enhancement facility or facilities, for the refunding bonds herein authorized, or any
portion thereof, there are hereby authorized to be issued not exceeding $27,100,000 refunding
serial bonds of the County pursuant to the provisions of Section 90.00 or Section 90.10 of the
Local Finance Law (the “Public Improvement Refunding Bonds” or the “Refunding Bonds”), it
being anticipated that the amount of Refunding Bonds actually to be issued will be
approximately $24,395,000, as provided in Section 4 hereof. The Refunding Bonds described
herein are hereby authorized to be consolidated for purposes of sale in one or more refunding
serial bond issues. The County Refunding Bonds shall each be designated substantially
“PUBLIC IMPROVEMENT REFUNDING (SERIAL) BOND” together with such series
designation and year as is appropriate on the date of sale thereof, shall be of the denomination of
$5,000 or any integral multiple thereof (except for any odd denominations, if necessary) not
exceeding the principal amount of each respective maturity, shall be numbered with the prefix R-
14 (or R with the last two digits of the year in which the Refunding Bonds are issued as
appropriate) followed by a dash and then from 1 upward, shall be dated on such dates, and shall
mature annually on such dates in such years, bearing interest semi-annually on such dates, at the
rate or rates of interest per annum, as may be necessary to sell the same, all as shall be
determined by the County Treasurer pursuant to Section 4 hereof. It is hereby further determined
that (a) such Refunding Bonds may be issued in series, (b) such Refunding Bonds may be sold at
a discount in the manner authorized by paragraph a of Section 57.00 of the Local Finance Law
pursuant to subdivision 2 of paragraph f of Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law, and (c) such
Refunding Bonds may be issued as a single consolidated issue. It is hereby further determined
that such Refunding Bonds may be issued to refund all, or any portion of, the Refunded Bonds,
subject to the limitation hereinafter described in Section 10 hereof relating to approval by the
State Comptroller.

Section 2. The Refunding Bonds may be subject to redemption prior to maturity upon
such terms as the County Treasurer shall prescribe, which terms shall be in compliance with the
requirements of Section 53.00 (b) of the Local Finance Law. If less than all of the Refunding
Bonds of any maturity are to be redeemed, the particular refunding bonds of such maturity to be
redeemed shall be selected by the County by lot in any customary manner of selection as
determined by the County Treasurer. The Refunding Bonds shall be issued in registered form
and shall not be registrable to bearer or convertible into bearer coupon form. In the event said
Refunding Bonds are issued in non-certificated form, such bonds, when issued, shall be initially
issued in registered form in denominations such that one bond shall be issued for each maturity
of bonds and shall be registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of The Depository Trust
Company, New York, New York (“DTC”), which will act as securities depository for the bonds
in accordance with the Book-Entry-Only system of DTC. In the event that either DTC shall
discontinue the Book-Entry-Only system or the County shall terminate its participation in such
Book-Entry-Only system, such bonds shall thereafter be issued in certificated form of the
denomination of $5,000 each or any integral multiple thereof (except for any odd denominations,
if necessary) not exceeding the principal amount of each respective maturity. In the case of non-
certificated Refunding Bonds, principal of and interest on the bonds shall be payable by check or
draft mailed by the Fiscal Agent (as hereinafter defined) to The Depository Trust Company, New
York, New York, or to its nominee, Cede & Co., while the bonds are registered in the name of
Cede & Co. in accordance with such Book-Entry-Only System. Principal shall only be payable
upon surrender of the bonds at the principal corporate trust office of such Fiscal Agent (as
hereinafter defined). In the event said Refunding Bonds are issued in certificated form, principal
of and interest on the Refunding Bonds shall be payable by check or draft mailed by the Fiscal
Agent (as hereinafter defined) to the registered owners of the Refunding Bonds as shown on the
registration books of the County maintained by the Fiscal Agent (as hereinafter defined), as of
the close of business on the fifteenth day of the calendar month or first business day of the
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calendar month preceding each interest payment date as appropriate and as provided in a
certificate of the County Treasurer providing for the details of the Refunding Bonds. Principal
shall only be payable upon surrender of bonds at the principal corporate trust office of a bank or
trust company or banks or trust companies located or authorized to do business in the State of
New York, as shall hereafter be designated by the County Treasurer as fiscal agent of the County
for the Refunding Bonds in the event that said County Treasurer does not act as same pursuant to
Section 70.00 of the Local Finance Law (collectively the “Fiscal Agent”). Refunding Bonds in
certificated form may be transferred or exchanged at any time prior to maturity at the principal
corporate trust office of the Fiscal Agent for bonds of the same maturity of any authorized
denomination or denominations in the same aggregate principal amount. The County Treasurer,
as chief fiscal officer of the County, is hereby authorized and directed to enter into an agreement
or agreements containing such terms and conditions as she shall deem proper with the Fiscal
Agent, for the purpose of having such bank or trust company or banks or trust companies act, in
connection with the Refunding Bonds, as the Fiscal Agent for said County, to perform the
services described in Section 70.00 of the Local Finance Law, and to execute such agreement or
agreements on behalf of the County, regardless of whether the Refunding Bonds are initially
issued in certificated or non-certificated form. Principal and interest on the Refunding Bonds will
be payable in lawful money of the United States of America. The County Treasurer is hereby
further delegated all powers of this County Legislature with respect to agreements for credit
enhancement, derived from and pursuant to Section 168.00 of the Local Finance Law, for said
Refunding Bonds, including, but not limited to the determination of the provider of such credit
enhancement facility or facilities and the terms and contents of any agreement or agreements
related thereto. The Refunding Bonds shall be executed in the name of the County by the manual
or facsimile signature of the County Treasurer, and a facsimile of its corporate seal shall be
imprinted thereon. In the event of facsimile signature, the Refunding Bonds shall be
authenticated by the manual signature of an authorized officer or employee of the Fiscal Agent.
The Refunding Bonds shall contain the recital required by subdivision 4 of paragraph j of
Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law as applicable and the recital of validity clause provided
for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law and shall otherwise be in such form and contain
such recitals, in addition to those required by Section 51.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the
County Treasurer shall determine. It is hereby determined that it is to the financial advantage of
the County not to impose and collect from registered owners of the Refunding Bonds any
charges for mailing, shipping and insuring bonds transferred or exchanged by the Fiscal Agent,
and, accordingly, pursuant to paragraph c of Section 70.00 of the Local Finance Law, no such
charges shall be so collected by the Fiscal Agent.

Section 3. It is hereby determined that: (a) the maximum amount of the Refunding Bonds
authorized to be issued pursuant to this resolution does not exceed the limitation imposed by
subdivision 1 of paragraph b of Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law; (b) the maximum
period of probable usefulness permitted by law at the time of the issuance of the Refunded
Bonds, for each of the objects or purposes for which such Refunded Bonds were issued is as
provided in the Refunded Bond Certificate, which is hereby incorporated herein by reference; (c)
the last installment of the Refunding Bonds will mature not later than the expiration of the period
of probable usefulness of the objects or purposes for which said Refunded Bonds were issued in
accordance with the provisions of subdivision 1 of paragraph c of Section 90.10 as applicable of
the Local Finance Law; (d) the estimated present value of the total debt service savings
anticipated as a result of the issuance of the Refunding Bonds, if any, computed in accordance
with the provisions of subdivision 2 of paragraph b of Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law, is
as shown in the Refunding Financial Plan described in Section 4 hereof.
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Section 4. The financial plan for the aggregate of the refunding authorized by this
resolution (collectively, the “Refunding Financial Plan”), showing the sources and amounts of all
moneys required to accomplish such refunding, the estimated present value of the total debt
service savings and the basis for the computation of the aforesaid estimated present value of total
debt service savings, are set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and hereby made a part of this
resolution. The Refunding Financial Plan has been prepared based upon the assumption that the
Refunding Bonds will be issued in one series in the principal amount of $24,395,000 to refund
all of the Refunded Bonds, and that the Refunding Bonds will mature, be of such terms, and bear
interest as set forth in said Exhibit A. This County Legislature recognizes that the Refunding
Bonds may be issued in one or more series, and for all of the Refunded Bonds, or portions
thereof, that the amount of the Refunding Bonds, maturities, terms, and interest rate or rates
borne by the Refunding Bonds to be issued by the County will most probably be different from
such assumptions and that the Refunding Financial Plan will also most probably be different
from that attached hereto as Exhibit A. The County Treasurer is hereby authorized and directed
to determine which of the Refunded Bonds will be refunded and at what time, the amount of the
Refunding Bonds to be issued, the date or dates of such bonds and the date or dates of issue,
maturities and terms thereof, the provisions relating to the redemption of Refunding Bonds prior
to maturity, whether the Refunding Bonds will be insured by a policy or policies of municipal
bond insurance or otherwise enhanced by a credit enhancement facility or facilities, whether the
Refunding Bonds shall be sold at a discount in the manner authorized by paragraph e of Section
57.00 of the Local Finance Law, and the rate or rates of interest to be borne thereby, whether the
Refunding Bonds shall be issued having substantially level or declining annual debt service and
all matters related thereto, and to prepare, or cause to be provided, a final Refunding Financial
Plan for the Refunding Bonds and all powers in connection therewith are hereby delegated to the
County Treasurer; provided, that the terms of the Refunding Bonds to be issued, including the
rate or rates of interest borne thereby, shall comply with the requirements of Section 90.10 of the
Local Finance Law. The County Treasurer shall file a copy of his certificates determining the
details of the Refunding Bonds and the final Refunding Financial Plan with the Clerk of the
County Legislature not later than ten (10) days after the delivery of the Refunding Bonds, as
herein provided.

Section 5. The County Treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to enter into an escrow
contract or contracts (collectively the “Escrow Contract”) with a bank or trust company, or with
banks or trust companies, located and authorized to do business in this State as said County
Treasurer shall designate (collectively the “Escrow Holder”) for the purpose of having the
Escrow Holder act, in connection with the Refunding Bonds, as the escrow holder to perform the
services described in Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law.

Section 6. The faith and credit of said County of St. Lawrence, New York, are hereby
irrevocably pledged to the payment of the principal of and interest on the Refunding Bonds as
the same respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each
year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in
such year. There shall be annually levied on all the taxable real property in said County a tax
sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such Refunding Bonds as the same become due
and payable.

Section 7. All of the proceeds from the sale of the Refunding Bonds, including the
premium, if any, but excluding accrued interest thereon, shall immediately upon receipt thereof
be placed in escrow with the Escrow Holder for the Refunded Bonds. Accrued interest on the
Refunding Bonds shall be paid to the County to be expended to pay interest on the Refunding
Bonds. Such proceeds as are deposited in the escrow deposit fund to be created and established
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pursuant to the Escrow Contract, whether in the form of cash or investments, or both, inclusive
of any interest earned from the investment thereof, shall be irrevocably committed and pledged
to the payment of the principal of and interest on the Refunded Bonds in accordance with Section
90.10 of the Local Finance Law, and the holders, from time to time, of the Refunded Bonds shall
have a lien upon such moneys held by the Escrow Holder. Such pledge and lien shall become
valid and binding upon the issuance of the Refunding Bonds and the moneys and investments
held by the Escrow Holder for the Refunded Bonds in the escrow deposit fund shall immediately
be subject thereto without any further act. Such pledge and lien shall be valid and binding as
against all parties having claims of any kind in tort, contract or otherwise against the County
irrespective of whether such parties have notice thereof,

Section 8. Notwithstanding any other provision of this resolution, so long as any of the
Refunding Bonds shall be outstanding, the County shall not use, or permit the use of, any
proceeds from the sale of the Refunding Bonds in any manner which would cause the Refunding
Bonds to be an “arbitrage bond” as defined in Section 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986,
as amended, and, to the extent applicable, the Regulations promulgated by the United States
Treasury Department thereunder.

Section 9. In accordance with the provisions of Section 53.00 and of paragraph h of
Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law, in the event such bonds are refunded, the County
hereby elects to call in and redeem each of the Refunded Bonds which the County Treasurer
shall determine to be refunded in accordance with the provisions of Section 4 hereof and with
regard to which the right of early redemption exists. The sum to be paid therefor on such
redemption date shall be the par value thereof, and the accrued interest to such redemption date.
The Escrow Agent for the Refunding Bonds is hereby authorized and directed to cause notice of
such call for redemption to be given in the name of the County in the manner and within the
times provided in the Refunded Bond Certificate. Such notice of redemption shall be in
substantially the form attached to the Escrow Contract. Upon the issuance of the Refunding
Bonds, the election to call in and redeem the callable Refunded Bonds and the direction to the
Escrow Agent to cause notice thereof to be given as provided in this paragraph shall become
irrevocable, provided that this paragraph may be amended from time to time as may be necessary
in order to comply with the publication requirements of paragraph a of Section 53.00 of the
Local Finance Law, or any successor law thereto.

Section 10. The Refunding Bonds shall be sold at public competitive sale or at private
sale to an investment bank to be selected by the County Treasurer (the “Underwriter”) for
purchase prices to be determined by the County Treasurer, plus accrued interest from the date or
dates of the Refunding Bonds to the date or dates of the delivery of and payment for the
Refunding Bonds. Subject to the approval of the terms and conditions of such private sale by the
State Comptroller as required by subdivision 2 of paragraph f of Section 90.10 of the Local
Finance Law, the County Treasurer, is hereby authorized to execute and deliver a purchase
contract for the Refunding Bonds in the name and on behalf of the County providing the terms
and conditions for the sale and delivery of the Refunding Bonds to the Underwriter. After the
Refunding Bonds have been duly executed, they shall be delivered by the County Treasurer to
the Underwriter in accordance with said purchase contract upon the receipt by the County of said
the purchase price, including accrued interest.

Section 11. The County Treasurer and all other officers, employees and agents of the
County are hereby authorized and directed for and on behalf of the County to execute and deliver
all certificates and other documents, perform all acts and do all things required or contemplated
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to be executed, performed or done by this resolution or any document or agreement approved
hereby.

Section 12. All other matters pertaining to the terms and issuance of the Refunding Bonds
shall be determined by the County Treasurer and all powers in connection thereof are hereby
delegated to the County Treasurer.

Section 13. The validity of the Refunding Bonds may be contested only if:

1. Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said County is not
authorized to expend money, or

2. The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this
resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such
validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

3. Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section 14. The law firm of Trespasz & Marquardt, LLP is appointed bond counsel to
the County and this refunding in particular and Fiscal Advisors and Marketing Inc. is appointed
Financial Advisor for the refunding.

Section 15. A summary of this resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be
published in the official newspapers of said County, together with a notice of the County Clerk
in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law, and move its
adoption.

WHEREAS, recently the announcement of a joint decision by the DEC and DOT to
maintain the railroad from Remsen to Tupper Lake and a review of the unit management plan for
the Tupper Lake to Lake Placid route is being considered for conversion to a multi-use trail, and
