ARTICLE IV
Members

All members of the County Board of Legislators shall attend all regular and specially
scheduled meetings of the Board of Legislators, all duly called meetings of any special or
standing committees of which any of the said Legislators are members, unless they are
absent by reason of sickness, or excused by the Chair of the appropriate body.

No member shall speak or debate until he/she has received recognition from the Chair.

No member shall speak a second time to a question, as long as any member desires to
speak who has not spoken to the question.

ARTICLE V
Non-members

Citizens may participate before the Board of Legislators in one of the following ways:

During Citizen Participation period, upon recognition by the Chair. The Speaker will
state his/her name and is limited to five minutes, or the timeframe to be announced. The
total Citizen Participation time period shall not exceed thirty [30] minutes, unless
extended at the discretion of the Chair.

During limitations of gathering and/or attendance, Citizen Participation by submitting a
text, video, or audio submission to publiccomment@stlawco.org at least forty-eight (48)
hours before the start of the meeting. Participation is subject to community standards and
file compatibility.

During the "Presentation of Resolutions" by being granted the floor by the Chair upon
request of a Legislator. The citizen may speak on the current agenda item only.

ARTICLE VI
Resolutions

The term "resolution™ as herein used, shall mean a formal proposed action in writing, by
one or more of the Legislators, and/or a Committee of the Legislature. Upon
introduction, the resolution shall be read by the Clerk upon request. The motion for
adoption shall be properly seconded immediately, preceding any debate on the main
question.

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A member sponsoring a resolution shall file with the Clerk of the Legislature a copy of
said resolution one week prior to the Regular Meeting, at which it is to be introduced.
Copies of the resolution and the entire agenda, shall be sent to each Legislator to arrive
no later than three days preceding the Regular Meeting.

Any resolution approved by a committee and forwarded to the Board for consideration
may only be withdrawn upon the approval of the Board.

Individual Legislators who wish to have their names added, as co-sponsors, to resolutions
approved by a Committee may do so at the Committee Meeting by notifying the Deputy
Clerk of the Board.

ARTICLE VII
Committees

The Chair and Vice-Chair of the Board of Legislators shall be ex-officio members of all
standing and special committees with all the rights & privileges thereof. Except that if
both the Chair of the Board and Vice-Chair of the Board are present at a committee
meeting, ONLY the Chair will have voting privilege unless the Vice-Chair is a
designated member of the Standing Committee, then both would have voting privilege.

The Chair of the Board shall appoint the members and designate the Chair of all standing
committees within ten (10) days following his/her election. The Chair of the Board shall
also appoint the members and designate the Chair of all special committees or
subsequently created standing committees within ten (10) days following creation
thereof.

Any vacancy occurring on any standing or special committee shall be filled by the Chair
of the Board within thirty (30) days after such vacancy occurs. In the event that such
vacancy occurs in the position of Committee Chair, the Board Chair shall designate a
new Committee Chair.

All committee appointments serve until new appointments are made by the Chair.
No member shall be Chair of more than one standing committee.

Each Standing or Special Committee shall perform the duties, so designated by the rules
of the Board of Legislators, or as assigned by the Chair of the Board.

The Chair of each Standing or Special Committee shall be the presiding officer and shall
cause the members thereof to be notified in advance of each meeting. The Committee
Chair shall call all necessary meetings. Upon his/her refusal or neglect to call any
meetings, the Clerk of the Board, upon written request signed by the Chair of the Board
or by a majority of the Committee, shall call such meeting.

A quorum for all committees shall be a majority of the membership of the Committee.
Once a quorum has been established, a majority of the Committee members present is
sufficient to approve or disapprove a proposed action.
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There shall be the following Standing Committees and their duties shall be those required
by law, as directed by the Chair of the Board, or as so designated herein:

OPERATIONS COMMITTEE: Issues within the jurisdiction of this committee would
be those arising out of the following departments: Board of Elections, Conflict Defender,
County Clerk, District Attorney, Emergency Services, Human Resources, Information
Technology, Planning, Probation, Public Defender, and Sheriff, the expenditure of money
not already appropriated and the transfer of funds.

SERVICES COMMITTEE: Issues within the jurisdiction of this committee would be
those arising out of the following departments: Community Services, Office for the
Aging, Public Health, Social Services, Veterans Services, Weights and Measures, and
Youth Bureau, and the expenditure of money not already appropriated and the transfer of
funds.

FINANCE COMMITTEE: Within the jurisdiction of this committee would be issues
which would incur the expenditure of money not already appropriated; the issuance of
bonds and payments thereon and the transfer of funds. Issues arising from the Board of
Legislators, County Attorney, County Treasurer, Real Property, Highway, and Solid
Waste shall be under the jurisdiction of this committee, as well as issues involving any
outside agencies that are not currently funded within other departmental budgets, such as
the Partner Agencies: Cornell Cooperative Extension, Chamber of Commerce, Soil and
Water Conservation District, Forestry, Industrial Development Agency, Trails, and the
Historical Association.

Special Committees may be created as needed. Any resolution or action by the Chair
establishing a Special Committee shall specify powers, duties, and duration. Special
Committees shall include the Labor-Management Committee. Each special committee
shall report to the appropriate standing committee or full Board as directed by the Chair.
These reports shall be at least quarterly, and more often if needed. When the Committee
has completed its work, a final written report shall be made.

The Deputy Clerk of the Board shall arrange for the taking of minutes at all committee
meetings and be responsible for their safekeeping. The minutes of each committee shall
be kept in a separate minute file provided by the Clerk of the Board of Legislators. The
minutes shall contain the time and place and persons present at the meeting; a record of
all committee votes and other actions. Written statements by members or non-members
may be submitted and shall become a part of the record of the committee. Written
summaries may be required by the Committee Chair. The minute book shall be filed in
the Office of the Clerk of the Board of Legislators and open to the public. Written
Committee minutes and agendas will be posted to a digital repository for the Legislators
and be available on the St. Lawrence County website for the public.

Committee Procedures

1. Committees shall meet in accordance with the 2023 Meetings Schedule. Regular
Committee Meetings shall begin at 5:30 p.m. When the Chair of a Committee
calls special meetings, it shall be the intent of this Board that public
announcement thereof will be done as soon as possible.
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County Departments must submit any resolution for Committee consideration
with the Clerk of the Board by the submission deadline in accordance with the
2023 Meeting Schedule.

Rules for Legislators wishing to submit a resolution for committee consideration:

a. If the resolution is to be in the committee packet, then it must be submitted
by the submission deadline, or

b. If the resolution is to be on a revised committee agenda, then it must be
received by close of business the Friday before the regular committee
meeting, or

C. If during discussion of any agenda item then by motion with or without a

copy of the resolution, or

d. If under old/new business, then by motion with or without a copy of the
resolution.

Within three (3) days of its introduction, any and every resolution, which has not
been acted upon by the Board shall be referred by the Chair to the appropriate
committee.

Every resolution referred to any committee shall be placed on the regular agenda
of that committee.

Within six (6) weeks of its referral to committee, every resolution shall be
reported back to the Board of Legislators with the committee's recommendation,
unless tabled to a specific date, either favorable or unfavorable, and with minority
reports, if any.

When any resolution is being considered by a committee, its proponent or any
other legislator may come before the Committee and speak for or against the
resolution. Any member of the public wishing to address the Committee on an
agenda item may, upon nomination by a Legislator and recognition by the Chair,
speak for or against the measure. The Committee may set a time limit of not
more than five minutes on how long each individual may speak.

A member of the public who wishes to be on the agenda shall contact the Board
Office, by submission date, eleven (11) days in advance of a committee meeting,
and request to be put on the agenda. The Board of Legislators’ Office will discuss
the matter to be put on the agenda with the Chair of the Committee, and at the
Chair’s discretion, may or may not add the matter to the agenda for the next
committee meeting, or a future committee meeting.

All presentations to Committees, which are unrelated to resolutions on the
agenda, will be limited to a ten-minute presentation and a ten-minute question
session.
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10. In accordance with County Law Atrticle 4, Section 154, committees have no
power to do anything by which the County may become obligated and all of their
actions must be reported to and sanctioned by the Board.

11.  Pursuant to Chapter 1 of the Laws of 2022 for the State of New York and adopted
by Local Law No. 3 for the Year 2022 in Resolution No. 360-2022, Legislators are
permitted to attend and participate in Committee Meetings where such attendance
and participation is occasioned by “extraordinary circumstances” pursuant to the
requirements reference above in State and Local Law.

ARTICLE VIII
Limitations and Amendment

A. Notwithstanding any provisions herein contained, any decision of any committee or Chair
thereof, or of the Chair of the Board of Legislators, may be overruled by a majority vote
of the Legislature.

B. These rules may be suspended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the total membership of the
Legislature at any meeting of the Legislature upon the following conditions:

1. The Legislator requesting the Suspension of the Rules shall provide an
explanation of the necessity for the Suspension of the Rules.

2. A copy of the resolution to be offered under Suspension of the Rules shall be on
the desk of each Legislator at the beginning of the meeting or placed there before
a vote is taken.

C. These rules may be rescinded or changed by a majority vote of the total membership of
the Board of Legislators at any meeting of the Board of Legislators, provided each
member has had ten (10) days written notice of the proposed change.

D. Questions of Order and procedure not governed by these rules, or the laws of the State of
New York, shall be decided according to Robert's Rules of Order Revised. The
Legislature shall provide a desk copy of a current edition of Robert's Rules of Order
Revised for each member.

E. For purposes of a reconsideration vote, the next monthly meeting is considered to be the
"next succeeding day" to our previous session. (rf. Roberts Rules of Order Revised,
Section 36, page 156).

F. A Legislator will be permitted to abstain from voting if he/she declares a conflict of
interest.

G. At each meeting of the Board, the roll call votes will be on a rotation basis with the first
roll call of the year starting with District One. Thereafter, the first roll call of each Board
Meeting shall start with the next person in the rotation as determined by the rotation of
the Roll Call VVote Program, or the designated official vote tally recording program.
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H. In order to maintain the integrity of its proceedings, cellular telephones or other
recording devices that are deemed to be distractive and disruptive to the meeting may be
limited at the discretion of the Chair.

Insurance Company of America to provide group life insurance coverage for eligible active
employees and retirees as well as dependent coverage, and

WHEREAS, the current contract with The Guardian Life Insurance Company of America
will expire on February 1, 2023, and the terms of a new contract would represent an increase in
monthly premiums of approximately 9.4% compared to 2022 rates, and

WHEREAS, the benefit consultants for St. Lawrence County, Burnham Benefit Advisors,
has solicited and reviewed various quotes from other insurance carriers, and

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INVESTMENT POLICY FOR ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY

l. SCOPE

This investment policy applies to all moneys and other financial resources available
for investment by the County or on behalf of any other entity or individual.

Il OBJECTIVES

The primary objectives of the County's investment activities are, in priority order:
to conform with all applicable federal, state and other legal requirements;
to adequately safeguard principal;

to provide sufficient liquidity to meet all operating requirements;

to obtain a reasonable rate of return;

to make every effort to invest locally.

I

. DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY

The responsibility of the Board of Legislators for administration of the investment program is
delegated to the County Treasurer, who shall maintain written procedures for the operation of
the investment program consistent with these investment guidelines. Such procedures shall
include an adequate internal control structure to provide a satisfactory level of accountability
based on a database or records incorporating description and amount of investments, transaction
dates, and other relevant information and regulate the activities of subordinate employees.

V. PRUDENCE

All participants in the investment process shall seek to act responsibly as custodians of the public
trust and shall avoid any transaction that might impair public confidence in the St. Lawrence
County Legislature to govern effectively.

Investments shall be made with judgment and care, under circumstances then prevailing, which
persons of prudence, discretion and intelligence exercise in the management of their own affairs,
not for speculation, but for investment, considering the safety of the principal as well as the
probable income to be derived.

All participants involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal business activity
that could conflict with proper execution of the investment program, or which could impair
their ability to make impartial investment decisions.

V. DIVERSIFICATION

It is the policy of the County to diversify its deposits and investments by financial institution,
by investment instrument, and by maturity scheduling.
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V1. INTERNAL CONTROLS

It is the policy of the County for all moneys collected by any officer or employee of the
government to transfer those funds to the Treasurer within 5 days of deposit, or within the
time period specified in law, whichever is shorter.

The Treasurer is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control structure to
provide reasonable assurance that deposits and investments are safeguarded against loss from
unauthorized use or disposition, that transactions are executed in accordance with management's
authorization and recorded properly, and are managed in compliance with applicable laws and
regulations.

VIl.  DESIGNATION OF DEPOSITORIES

The Board of Legislators, at its annual organizational meeting each January, shall designate the
banks authorized for the deposit of moneys and the maximum amount, which can be deposited
at each bank. Additionally, the County Treasurer may select any bank allowable under New
York General Municipal Law for investment purposes only, up to a limit of $10,000,000 per
bank, unless otherwise noticed in this policy. Should the Treasurer invest in any bank not already
designated at the annual organizational meeting, yet allowable under New York Municipal Law,
the Treasurer must provide a report to the Board of Legislators at the monthly Finance
Committee following any such investment.

VIIl.  COLLATERALIZING OF DEPOSITS

In accordance with the provisions of General Municipal Law, all deposits of St.

Lawrence County, including certificates of deposit and special time deposits, in excess of
the amount insured under the provisions of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act shall be
secured:

1. By apledge of eligible securities with an aggregate market value as provided by
General Municipal Law, equal to aggregate amount of deposits.

2. By an eligible irrevocable letter of credit issued by a qualified bank other than the bank
with the deposits in favor of the government for a term not to exceed 90 days with an
aggregate value equal to 140% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon
interest, if any. A qualified bank is one whose commercial paper and other unsecured short-
term debt obligations are rated in one of the three highest rating categories by at least one
nationally recognized statistical rating organization or by a bank that is in compliance with
applicable federal minimum risk-based capital requirements.

3. By aneligible surety bond payable to the government for an amount at least equal to
100% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon interest, if any, executed by
an insurance company authorized to do business in New York State, whose claims-paying
ability is rated in the highest rating category by at least two nationally recognized statistical
rating organizations.
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IX. SAFEGUARDING AND COLLATERALIZATION

Eligible securities used for collateralizing deposits shall be held by the depository or a third
party bank or trust company subject to security and custodial agreements.

The security agreement shall provide that eligible securities are being pledged to secure
County deposits together with agreed upon interest, if any, and any costs or expenses arising
out of the collection or such deposits upon default. It shall also provide the conditions under
which the securities may be sold, presented for payment, substituted or released and the
events, which will enable the County to exercise its rights against the pledged securities. In
the event that the securities are not registered or inscribed in the name of the County, such
securities shall be delivered in a form suitable for transfer or with an assignment to the
County or its custodial bank.

The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, or
agent of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets
of the custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled
with or become part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities. The agreement
shouldalso describe that the custodian shall confirm the receipt, substitution or release of the
securities. The agreement shall provide for the frequency of revaluation of eligible securities
and for the substitution of securities when a change in the rating of a security may cause
ineligibility. Such agreement shall include all provisions necessary to provide the County a
perfected interest in the securities.

X. PERMITTED INVESTMENTS

As authorized by General Municipal Law Section 11, the County Legislature authorizes
the County Treasurer to invest moneys not required for immediate expenditure for terms
not to exceed its projected cash flow needs in the following types of investments:

Special time deposit accounts

Certificates of deposits

Obligations of the United States of America

Obligations guaranteed by agencies of the United States

Obligations of the State of New York

Obligations issued by a municipality, school district or district corporation in

New York State, other than the County

Obligations of public authorities, public housing authorities, urban renewal

agencies and industrial development agencies where the general state statutes

governing such entities or whose specific enabling legislation authorizes such

investments

*  Through a Deposit Placement Program, certificates of deposit in one or more
“banking institutions”, as defined in Banking Law Section 9-r

* General obligation bonds and notes of any state other than this state, provided

that such bonds and notes receive the highest rating of at least one independent

rating agency designated by the state comptroller

* Obligations of any corporation organized under the laws of any state in the United
States maturing within two hundred seventy days, provided that such obligations

All investment obligations shall be payable or redeemable at the option of the County within
such times as the proceeds will be needed to meet expenditures for purposes for which the monies
were provided and, in the case of obligations purchased with the proceeds of bonds or notes,
shall be payable or redeemable at the option of the County within two years of the date of
purchase. When applying this requirement to repurchase agreements, the repurchase date and
not the maturity of the underlying maturity, shall govern.

XI. AUTHORIZED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS AND DEALERS

The County shall maintain a list of financial institutions and dealers approved for investment
purposes and establish appropriate limits to the amount of investments, which can be made
with each financial institution or dealer. All financial institutions with which the local
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government conducts business must be credit worthy. Banks shall provide their most recent
Consolidated Report of Condition (Call Report) at the request of the County. Security dealers
not affiliated with a bank shall be required to be classified as reporting dealers affiliated with
the New York Federal Reserve Bank, as primary dealers. The Treasurer is responsible for
evaluating the financial position and maintaining a listing of proposed depositories, trading
partners and custodians. Such listing shall be evaluated at least annually.

Xill.  PURCHASE OF INVESTMENTS

The Treasurer is authorized to contract for or place orders for the purchase of investments:

1. Directly, including through a repurchase agreement, from an authorized trading partner.

2. By participation in a cooperative investment program with another authorized
governmental entity pursuant to Articles 5G and 3A of the General Municipal Law
where such program meets all the requirements set forth in the Office of the State
Comptroller Opinion No. 88-46, and the specific program has been authorized by the
governing board.

3. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized trading
partner pursuant to a contract authorized by the governing board.

4. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized investment
adviser provided that all investments are directed by authorized personnel of the
County, all trading partners are authorized by the designated Bank and the investment
advisory agreement is approved by the Treasurer.

All purchased obligations, unless registered or inscribed in the name of the County, shall be
purchased through, delivered to and held in the custody of a bank or trust company. Such
obligations shall be purchased, sold or presented for redemption or payment by such bank or
trust company only in accordance with prior written authorization from the officer authorized
to make the investment. All such transactions shall be confirmed in writing to the Treasurer
by the bank or trust company. Any obligation held in custody of a bank or trust company
shall be held pursuant to a written custodial agreement as described in General Municipal
Law.

The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, as
agent of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets
of the custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with
or become part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities. The agreement shall
describe how the custodian shall confirm the receipt and release of the securities. Such
agreement shall include all provisions necessary to provide the County a perfected interest in
the securities.

Xlll.  REPURCHASE AGREEMENTS

Repurchase agreements are authorized subject to the following restrictions:
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All repurchase agreements must be entered into subject to a Master Repurchase
Agreement.

Trading partners are limited to banks or trust companies authorized to do business

in New York State and primary reportingdealers.

Obligations shall be limited to obligations of the United States or guaranteed by
agencies of the United States.

No substitution of securities will be allowed unless the substitute securities are delivered
to an independent custodian for the account of the County before the previously
purchased securities are released.

The custodian shall be a party other than the trading partner.

WHEREAS, Emergency Services currently maintains a Very-High Frequency (VHF)
analog un-encrypted radio system for fire departments, ambulance services, and law enforcement
agencies operating within the County, and

WHEREAS, the current VHF radio system, which was implemented in 1988, replaced
the previous low-band option owned and maintained by St. Lawrence County, and

WHEREAS, the current VHF radio system relies on antiquated and outdated equipment
that is no longer supported by the manufacturer, some of which has started to fail in a faster
progression than anticipated, and

WHEREAS, the current VHF radio system is experiencing frequent interruption,
consistent static, intentional and unintentional unauthorized transmission on public safety
frequencies, and overall coverage degradation as technology evolves causing an extreme deficit
to public safety and the safety of responders in the County, and

WHEREAS, to explore the mitigation of these issues, Resolution No. 141-2014
authorized the use of Blue Wing Services to conduct a Communications Study and act as the
public safety communications consultant, and

WHEREAS, Blue Wing Services assisted in the planning and construction of multiple
public safety radio towers in Colton, Waddington, Hammond, Gouverneur, Massena, Russell,
and Ogdensburg to assist in increasing the overall radio coverage, and

WHEREAS, Blue Wing Services recommends that in addition to the towers constructed,
an overhaul of the current radio system is required to mitigate the issues faced and increase
overall coverage, which will include switching from the current Very-High Frequency (VHF)
band to a Ultra-High Frequency (UHF) band, and

WHEREAS, the Office of Emergency Services Radio Committee endorses the
recommendations and plans set forth by Blue Wing Services, and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County issued a Request for Proposals on March 28, 2022,
utilizing the recommendations of Blue Wing Services, to which St. Lawrence County received
three (3) responses, and

WHEREAS, utilizing a scoring matrix, Motorola Solutions (Hereinafter referred to as
“Motorola”) was selected as the optimal company to provide the services required to completely
overhaul the St. Lawrence County Radio system by Blue Wing Services, the Office of
Emergency Services Radio Committee, and the Office of Emergency Services, and
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WHEREAS, the proposal from Motorola was the lowest cost out of all the proposals
received, totaling $12,150,000, and

WHEREAS, the proposal includes the supply of tower-related radio hardware and
equipment, dispatch center-related radio hardware and equipment, subscriber portable and
mobile radios, applicable software, installation services, training, and warranty and maintenance
services for ten years, and

WHEREAS, the Office of Emergency Services is able to provide $8,000,000 in funding;
$5,000,000 has been dedicated from County American Rescue Plan Act Funds per Resolution
#181-2022, and $3,000,000 from the New York State Division of Homeland Security FY 18
Statewide Interoperable Communications Targeted Grant (X2Z36402 25000 SICG), and

WHEREAS, in addition to the settlement reached with Purdue Pharma, St. Lawrence
County has already reached terms of an agreement with manufacturer Johnson & Johnson (also
known as “Janssen”), McKesson Corporation, Cardinal Health, Inc., AmerisourceBergen Drug
Corporation, PSS World Medical, Inc., Kinray, LLC, Bellco Drug Corporation, and American
Medical Distributors, Inc. (the “Distributors™), and Allergan Finance, LLC, and

WHEREAS, there is pending the matter of County of Suffolk v. Purdue Pharma L.P., et
al., under Index No. 400001/2017 in the Supreme Court, Suffolk County, regarding the opioid
addiction crisis, in which the County of St. Lawrence is a named plaintiff in the action (the
“Action”), and

WHEREAS, the Action is against several defendants, including manufacturers of
opioids, distributors of opioids and chain pharmacies, and

WHEREAS, in March, 2022, Governor Kathy Hochul announced the Office of Cannabis
Management Seeding Opportunity Initiative, which will position individuals with prior cannabis-
related criminal offenses to make the first adult-use cannabis sales in New York, and

WHEREAS, furthermore, the Governor selected an investment team to support and
manage a $200 million fund to support this initiative and appointed the Cannabis Control Board
to disburse community grants and support development of the cannabis market in New York, and

WHEREAS, as part of the Seeding Opportunity Initiative, individuals who are awarded
Conditional Adult-Use Retail Dispensary (CAURD) Licenses will receive support from the
Social Equity Cannabis Investment Fund, and

WHEREAS, in awarding these licenses, New York State will prefer individuals who
have been convicted of a marijuana offense or have a close family member who has been
convicted of a marijuana offense, and nonprofits are eligible if they have a history of serving
current or formally incarcerated individuals, and

WHEREAS, in November 2022, the New York State Cannabis Control Board approved
the first twenty-eight (28) CAURD licenses to business owners who themselves or their family
members had cannabis convictions, and another eight (8) CAURD licenses went to nonprofit
organizations, and

WHEREAS, New York State is the only state in the country to discriminate against law-
abiding citizens its initial dispensary licenses solely to individuals with past marijuana-related
convictions, and

WHEREAS, according to a poll taken by Siena College, most New York voters oppose
prioritizing licenses for people with previous convictions, and

WHEREAS, besides the conviction-based criteria being discriminatory to law-abiding
citizens and entrepreneurs who wish to open businesses, it also offensive to all law enforcement
agencies across New York State who have been fighting a war on drugs, and

WHEREAS, this initiative gives preferential treatment to those who have violated the
law thereby making law-abiding citizens secondary to previously convicted criminals, and for
New York State to reward criminal conduct in any manner is unreasonable,

regulations that will set aside the first round of retail licenses for marijuana dispensaries to those

WHEREAS, State leaders have identified property taxes as the number one fiscal burden
for homeowners and small businesses, as well as the largest impediment to economic growth and
job creation in Upstate New York and Long Island, and

WHEREAS, facing growing scrutiny over income tax increases at the State level, the
State has crafted a defacto policy whereby new initiatives passed at the State level require county
real property taxpayers to finance with local tax dollars dozens that, for the most part, counties in
other states are not required to finance (specifically, Indigent Defense, Elections, and Medicaid),
and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County elected leaders have strongly advocated in support of
ways to lower the property tax burden for homeowners and businesses, such as the on-going
push for the State to assume its legal responsibility for the cost of indigent defense to advocating
nearly fifty (50) years ago for the State to assume the costs of the largest state mandate,
Medicaid, which has grown in cost from $100 million then to over $7.5 billion today, and

WHEREAS, in response to a growing call from County leaders to across New York to
reign in unfunded mandates, the State of New York has enacted several measures over the last
couple of decades designed to address their highest in the nation property taxes, including the
creation of STAR school tax relief, a property tax cap, a temporary two-year property tax freeze
program and a temporary tax rebate check program, and

WHEREAS, unfortunately, for every benefit they have provided, the State has routinely
increased an additional expense at the local level, offsetting any true real property tax relief, and

WHEREAS, these state imposed mandates on counties require more than $12 billion
annually in locally raised taxes to be sent to the State Capitol so they can be used by the state in
lieu of state raised taxes to pay for state programs and initiatives, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators believes that one of the best ways to improve New
York’s economic climate and competitiveness is to not just slow the rate of growth in property
taxes, but to actually lower them from today’s levels, and

WHEREAS, high-earning New Yorkers and residents are fleeing New York State at
rates higher than experienced by any other State in the Country, evidenced by the decrease in
population of New York as reported in the 2020 Census numbers, and
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WHEREAS, in order to reverse the negative trends, permanent and historic reductions in

WHEREAS, Cornell University researchers have documented in numerous reports how
New York’s practice of shifting fiscal responsibilities from the state to lower levels of
government including counties creates severe imbalances between New York and other states in
relation to property taxes, and

number one reason why property taxes in New York State are the highest in the nation,

WHEREAS, in 2014 Re-Energy Holdings, LLC a Department of Defense Energy
Contractor (hereinafter referred to as “Re-Energy”), signed a twenty-year contract to convert a
coal facility into a more efficient biomass facility that would provide one-hundred percent
(100%) of the electricity to Fort Drum as a part of the largest renewable energy project in the
history of the United States Army, and

WHEREAS, the biomass plant which provides Fort Drum with one-hundred percent
(100%) of its energy, became endangered with closure in 2022 after legislation supporting its
operations failed to make it through Albany, and

WHEREAS, the 60-megawatt biomass facility on Fort Drum is now scheduled to be shut
down after state legislation, that would recognize biomass as renewable energy, failed to pass,
and

WHEREAS, by excluding biomass from being classified as renewable energy, New
York State has ensured the facility will close when its current contract with the Department of
Defense ends in May 2023, and

WHEREAS, the 32 employees who work at the biomass facility on Fort Drum have been
informed that they will no longer be employed within the next two months, and

WHEREAS, Re-Energy buys fuel material and wood chips from local lumber yards and
sawmills, some of which are operated in St. Lawrence County, transferring them into energy
used on post, and

WHEREAS, Re-Energy has publicly stated that it plans to terminate operations at Fort
Drum on March 31 if the New York State Public Service Commission fails to act upon a petition
filed to have the biomass operation classified as a renewable energy resource, and

WHEREAS, State Assemblyman Ken Blankenbush and former Senator Patty Ritchie
previously introduced legislation to classify biomass as renewable and keep the plant open
however the legislation stalled in the assigned legislative committees and died in the 2022
session,
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Board of Legislators calls upon the
New York State Public Service Commission to grant the application for Re-Energy Holdings,
LLC for designation of a biomass facility at Fort Drum Military Installation as a renewable
energy source, and

FROM THE 2024 EXECUTIVE BUDGET

WHEREAS, State leaders have identified property taxes as the number one fiscal burden
for homeowners and small businesses, as well as the largest impediment to economic growth and
job creation in Upstate New York and Long Island, and

WHEREAS, facing growing scrutiny over income tax increases at the State level, the
State has crafted a defacto policy whereby new initiatives passed at the State level require county
real property taxpayers to finance with local tax dollars that, for the most part, counties in other
states are not required to finance (specifically, Indigent Defense, Elections, and Medicaid), and

WHEREAS, the elected leaders of St. Lawrence County have strongly advocated in
support of ways to lower the property tax burden for homeowners and businesses, such as the on-
going push for the State to assume its legal responsibility for the cost of indigent defense to
advocating nearly fifty (50) years ago for the State to assume the costs of the largest state
mandate, Medicaid, which has grown in cost from $100 million then to over $7.5 billion today,
and

WHEREAS, these State-imposed mandates on counties require more than $12 billion
annually in locally raised taxes to be sent to the State Capitol so they can be used by the State in
lieu of state raised taxes to pay for state programs and initiatives, and

WHEREAS, on February 1, 2023, the Governor of New York State announced New
York State’s Fiscal Year 2024 Executive Budget (the “Budget”), and

WHEREAS, the Budget includes Article VII Revenue Bills, and

WHEREAS, a less noticeable provision included in the Article VII Revenue Bills is
found in Part M which adds a new section 989 of the Real Property Tax Law titled “Distribution
of surplus in tax enforcement proceedings” (“Proposed Budget Legislation), and

WHEREAS, the Proposed Budget Legislation seeks to require municipalities governed
by Article 11 of the Real Property Tax Law (“RPTL”), which is the process employed by St.
Lawrence County for enforcement and collection of delinquent real property taxes, to give
“excess” money to the prior tax-delinquent owner of the real property sold by the municipality
after taking title pursuant to Article 11 of the RPTL at auction, and
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WHEREAS, the “excess” referred to in the legislation is a term of art as the financial
calculation would shift to an analysis of application on each individual property, rather than
collectively on the full foreclosed debt, and

WHEREAS, the “excess” referred to would not permit for the application of
administrative costs for the work performed related to said properties, including the work
necessary to track down the former delinquents and provide them the alleged “excess” funds, and

WHEREAS, the proposal ignores the fact that the counties have far more properties
annually that they do not recover the delinquent taxes at auction following sale and that those
losses are offset by the “excess” recoveries on other properties sold in the same auction, and

WHEREAS, the Proposed Budget Legislation should be removed from the Fiscal Year
(“FY”) 2024 Budget because it is arguably (1) unconstitutional since Article VIII, Section 1 of
the New York Constitution restricts a county from giving any money to or in aid of any
individual, or private corporation or association or private undertaking; (2) unfair to lien holders
since all liens are cut off by Section 1131 of Article 11 at the time an interested party fails to
redeem or answer, which time comes prior to the County taking title and selling the parcel; (3) it
will be practically impossible for a county to accurately account for all administrative costs
associated with administering enforcement of taxes for thousands of parcels during a two year
time period involving subcontractors and staff form multiple departments; (4) it is unclear
whether litigation costs incurred in enforcing taxes pursuant to Article 11 would be included; (5)
the number of unpaid parcels are likely to increase with owners knowing that they do not have to
pay lien holders, including the mortgage lien on their home, real estate agents and other costs
that would be required absent this Proposed Budget Legislation; (6) the Proposed Budget
Legislation does not address the circumstances where there is no “prior owner” or the prior
owner has deceased or the method and attempts required to ensure that the “prior owner” accepts
payment; and (7) it is unfair to the gross majority of parcel owners in the County who timely pay
their taxes or properly sell their home if they no longer desire, and

WHEREAS, modifying the Real Property Tax Law in the manner as proposed by the
Governor is likely to result in county financial losses across the State of New York of millions of
dollars annually that are foreseeably recoverable only from increases in University researchers
have documented in numerous reports how New York’s practice of shifting fiscal responsibilities
from the state to lower levels of government including counties creates severe imbalances
between New York and other states in relation to property taxes, and

WHEREAS, where a county cannot find a tax delinquent to turn over the “excess” to or
the tax delinquent is deceased, as is often the case, the county will be required to give the money
to the State of New York, with the expectation that it will ultimately be added to the general
revenue of the State,

WHEREAS, the practice of using local revenues to subsidize the State Budget is the
number one reason why property taxes in New York are the highest in the nation,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Board of Legislators opposing the
imposition of additional unfunded mandates in the New York State FY 2024 Budget and calling
on the Governor of New York State to remove Part M of the Article VIl Revenue Bills from the
2024 Executive Budget, and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Board of Legislators urges the New York State
Legislature to reject the inclusion of Part M of the Revenue Bills in the FY2024 Budget in the
event that the Governor will not withdraw her support for such a provision, and

WHEREAS, the SFY 2024 Governor’s Executive Budget proposal would end the
Affordable Care Act (ACA) enhanced Federal Medical Assistance Percentage (eFMAP) federal
pass-thru to counties and New York City, and

WHEREAS, the Governor is proposing to keep all of these federal savings going
forward and use them to cover further expansions of Medicaid eligibility and benefits and to
increase payments to health care providers, and

WHEREAS, the elimination of this ACA eFMAP federal pass-thru will require the 57
counties to spend an additional $280M in SFY 2024, and approximately $1B when New York
City is included, and

WHEREAS, the SFY 2024 costs to counties and New York City are scheduled to grow
by thirty percent (30%) by SFY 2027, and

WHEREAS, it has been a long held understanding that Congress intended these federal
savings to be shared with counties proportional to the amount they contributed toward the
nonfederal Medicaid match, and

WHEREAS, since 2003, New York State has shared the funds proportionally based on
analysis of savings received during periods when an enhanced federal Medicaid match was
enacted by Congress, and

WHEREAS, enacted in 2011, the Medicaid Statutory Cap for all 62 counties is $7.6B,
and the Medicaid statutory cap for the 57 counties outside of New York City is $2.25B, and

WHEREAS, starting in SFY 2014, New York began sharing these federal ACA savings
directly with counties, and the savings for a year were provided by lowering the weekly
payments each county and NYC make to the State to support the Medicaid Program, and the
State continues to share the federal saving from the ACA eFMAP with the 57 counties and New
York City through February 1, 2023, and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County strongly disagrees with the need to cut county
funding so deeply when the Executive Budget proposes to fully fund its own reserves two (2)
years ahead of schedule by depositing $5.4B into reserves before the end of SFY 2023, while
also projecting a general fund surplus of $35B by the end of SFY 2024, and
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WHEREAS, the immediate impact to this proposed change is an increase to the
taxpayers of St. Lawrence County of $3.08M annually or a six percent (6%) increase in County
cost,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Treasurer is authorized to deposit
money in accordance with the St. Lawrence County Investment Policy, and this policy authorizes
the Treasurer to deposit funds, not needed temporarily, in certificates of deposit, Money Market
Accounts, United States Treasury Bills, repurchase agreements, and day-of- deposit to day-of-
withdrawal savings account, at prevailing interest rates in any bank authorized for the deposit of
County funds as per this resolution, and that the County Treasurer may use his/her discretion in
selecting any allowable bank under NY General Municipal Law for investment purposes only, up
to a limit of $10,000,000 per bank unless otherwise noted in this policy, a report of such
investments must be provided to the Board of Legislators at the subsequent Finance Committee
meeting, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the total deposits, excluding United States
Treasury Bills, are not to exceed the amounts authorized by this resolution, and are to be secured
as required by Avrticle 10 of the General Municipal Law and as outlined by the County's
Investment Policy.

INVESTMENT POLICY FOR ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY

XIV. SCOPE

This investment policy applies to all moneys and other financial resources available
for investment by the County or on behalf of any other entity or individual.

XV. OBJECTIVES

The primary objectives of the County's investment activities are, in priority order:
to conform with all applicable federal, state and other legal requirements;
to adequately safeguard principal;

to provide sufficient liquidity to meet all operating requirements;

to obtain a reasonable rate of return;

to make every effort to invest locally.

T

XVI. DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY

The responsibility of the Board of Legislators for administration of the investment program is
delegated to the County Treasurer, who shall maintain written procedures for the operation of
the investment program consistent with these investment guidelines. Such procedures shall
include an adequate internal control structure to provide a satisfactory level of accountability
based on a database or records incorporating description and amount of investments, transaction
dates, and other relevant information and regulate the activities of subordinate employees.

XVII. PRUDENCE

All participants in the investment process shall seek to act responsibly as custodians of the public
trust and shall avoid any transaction that might impair public confidence in the St. Lawrence
County Legislature to govern effectively.

Investments shall be made with judgment and care, under circumstances then prevailing, which
persons of prudence, discretion and intelligence exercise in the management of their own affairs,
not for speculation, but for investment, considering the safety of the principal as well as the
probable income to be derived.

All participants involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal business activity
that could conflict with proper execution of the investment program, or which could impair
their ability to make impartial investment decisions.

XVIII. DIVERSIFICATION

It is the policy of the County to diversify its deposits and investments by financial institution,
by investment instrument, and by maturity scheduling.
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XIX. INTERNAL CONTROLS

It is the policy of the County for all moneys collected by any officer or employee of the
government to transfer those funds to the Treasurer within 5 days of deposit, or within the
time period specified in law, whichever is shorter.

The Treasurer is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control structure to
provide reasonable assurance that deposits and investments are safeguarded against loss from
unauthorized use or disposition, that transactions are executed in accordance with management's
authorization and recorded properly, and are managed in compliance with applicable laws and
regulations.

XX. DESIGNATION OF DEPOSITORIES

The Board of Legislators, at its annual organizational meeting each January, shall designate the
banks authorized for the deposit of moneys and the maximum amount, which can be deposited
at each bank. Additionally, the County Treasurer may select any bank allowable under New
York General Municipal Law for investment purposes only, up to a limit of $10,000,000 per
bank, unless otherwise noticed in this policy. Should the Treasurer invest in any bank not already
designated at the annual organizational meeting, yet allowable under New York Municipal Law,
the Treasurer must provide a report to the Board of Legislators at the monthly Finance
Committee following any such investment.

XXI.  COLLATERALIZING OF DEPOSITS

In accordance with the provisions of General Municipal Law, all deposits of St.
Lawrence County, including certificates of deposit and special time deposits, in excess of
the amount insured under the provisions of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act shall be
secured:

4. By apledge of eligible securities with an aggregate market value as provided by
General Municipal Law, equal to aggregate amount of deposits.

5. By an eligible irrevocable letter of credit issued by a qualified bank other than the bank
with the deposits in favor of the government for a term not to exceed 90 days with an
aggregate value equal to 140% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon
interest, if any. A qualified bank is one whose commercial paper and other unsecured short-
term debt obligations are rated in one of the three highest rating categories by at least one
nationally recognized statistical rating organization or by a bank that is in compliance with
applicable federal minimum risk-based capital requirements.

6. By an eligible surety bond payable to the government for an amount at least equal to
100% of the aggregate amount of deposits and the agreed upon interest, if any, executed by
an insurance company authorized to do business in New York State, whose claims-paying
ability is rated in the highest rating category by at least two nationally recognized statistical
rating organizations.

XXIl. SAFEGUARDING AND COLLATERALIZATION

Eligible securities used for collateralizing deposits shall be held by the depository or a third party
bank or trust company subject to security and custodial agreements.

The security agreement shall provide that eligible securities are being pledged to secure County
deposits together with agreed upon interest, if any, and any costs or expenses arising out of the
collection or such deposits upon default. It shall also provide the conditions under which the
securities may be sold, presented for payment, substituted or released and the events, which
will enable the County to exercise its rights against the pledged securities. In the event that the
securities are not registered or inscribed in the name of the County, such securities shall be
delivered in a form suitable for transfer or with an assignment to the County or its custodial
bank.

The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, or agent
of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets of the
custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with or
become part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities. The agreement shouldalso
describe that the custodian shall confirm the receipt, substitution or release of the securities. The
agreement shall provide for the frequency of revaluation of eligible securities and for the
substitution of securities when a change in the rating of a security may cause ineligibility. Such
agreement shall include all provisions necessary to provide the County a perfected interest in
the securities.

XXII. PERMITTED INVESTMENTS

As authorized by General Municipal Law Section 11, the County Legislature authorizes
the County Treasurer to invest moneys not required for immediate expenditure for terms
not to exceed its projected cash flow needs in the following types of investments:

Special time deposit accounts

Certificates of deposits

Obligations of the United States of America

Obligations guaranteed by agencies of the United States

Obligations of the State of New York

Obligations issued by a municipality, school district or district corporation in New

York State, other than the County

Obligations of public authorities, public housing authorities, urban renewal agencies

and industrial development agencies where the general state statutes governing such

entities or whose specific enabling legislation authorizes such investments

* Through a Deposit Placement Program, certificates of deposit in one or more
“banking institutions”, as defined in Banking Law Section 9-r

* General obligation bonds and notes of any state other than this state, provided that
such bonds and notes receive the highest rating of at least one independent rating
agency designated by the state comptroller

* Obligations of any corporation organized under the laws of any state in the United

States maturing within two hundred seventy days, provided that such obligations

receive the highest rating of two independent rating services designated by the state

comptroller and that the issuer of such obligations has maintained such ratings on

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similar obligations during the preceding six months, provided, however, that the issuer
of such obligations need not have received such rating during the prior six month
period if such issuer has received the highest rating of two independent rating services
designated by the state comptroller and is the successor or wholly-owned subsidiary of
an issuer that has maintained such ratings on similar obligations during the preceding
six month period or if the issuer is the product of a merger of two or more issuers, one
of which has maintained such ratings on similar obligations during the preceding six
month period, provided, however, that no more than two hundred fifty million dollars
may be invested in such obligations of any one corporation

* Bankers' acceptances maturing within two hundred seventy days which are eligible for
purchase in the open market by federal reserve banks and which have been accepted
by a bank or trust company which is organized under the laws of the United States or
of any state thereof and which is a member of the federal reserve system and whose
short-term obligations meet the criteria outlined in clause (7). Provided, however, that
no more than two hundred fifty million dollars may be invested in such bankers'
acceptances of any one bank or trust company; or

* Obligations of, or instruments issued by or fully guaranteed as to principal and interest
by, any agency or instrumentality of the United States acting pursuant to a grant of
authority from the Congress of the United States, including but not limited to, any
federal home loan bank or banks, the Tennessee valley authority, the federal national
mortgage association, the federal home loan mortgage corporation and the United
States postal service, provided, however, that no more than two hundred fifty million
dollars may be invested in such obligations of any one agency

* No-load money market mutual funds registered under the Securities Act of 1933, as
amended, and operated in accordance with Rule 2a-7 of the Investment Company Act
of 1940, as amended, provided that such funds are limited to investments in
obligations issued or guaranteed by the United States of America or in obligations of
agencies or instrumentalities of the United States of America where the payment of
principal and interest are guaranteed by the United States of America (including
contracts for the sale and repurchase of any such obligations) and are rated in the
highest rating category by at least one nationally recognized statistical rating
organization, provided, however, that no more than two hundred fifty million dollars
may be invested in such funds

All investment obligations shall be payable or redeemable at the option of the County within such
times as the proceeds will be needed to meet expenditures for purposes for which the monies were
provided and, in the case of obligations purchased with the proceeds of bonds or notes, shall be

payable or redeemable at the option of the County within two years of the date of purchase. When
applying this requirement to repurchase agreements, the repurchase date and not the maturity of
the underlying maturity, shall govern.

XXIV. AUTHORIZED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS AND DEALERS

The County shall maintain a list of financial institutions and dealers approved for investment
purposes and establish appropriate limits to the amount of investments, which can be made with
each financial institution or dealer. All financial institutions with which the local government
conducts business must be credit worthy. Banks shall provide their most recent Consolidated
Report of Condition (Call Report) at the request of the County. Security dealers not affiliated
with a bank shall be required to be classified as reporting dealers affiliated with the New York
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Federal Reserve Bank, as primary dealers. The Treasurer is responsible for evaluating the
financial position and maintaining a listing of proposed depositories, trading partners and
custodians. Such listing shall be evaluated at least annually.

XXV. PURCHASE OF INVESTMENTS

The Treasurer is authorized to contract for or place orders for the purchase of investments:

5. Directly, including through a repurchase agreement, from an authorized trading partner.

6. By participation in a cooperative investment program with another authorized
governmental entity pursuant to Articles 5G and 3A of the General Municipal Law
where such program meets all the requirements set forth in the Office of the State
Comptroller Opinion No. 88-46, and the specific program has been authorized by the
governing board.

7. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized trading
partner pursuant to a contract authorized by the governing board.

8. By utilizing an ongoing investment program with an authorized investment
adviser provided that all investments are directed by authorized personnel of the
County, all trading partners are authorized by the designated Bank and the investment
advisory agreement is approved by the Treasurer.

All purchased obligations, unless registered or inscribed in the name of the County, shall be
purchased through, delivered to and held in the custody of a bank or trust company. Such
obligations shall be purchased, sold or presented for redemption or payment by such bank
or trust company only in accordance with prior written authorization from the officer
authorized to make the investment. All such transactions shall be confirmed in writing to
the Treasurer by the bank or trust company. Any obligation held in custody of a bank or
trust company shall be held pursuant to a written custodial agreement as described in
General Municipal Law.

The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, as
agent of and custodian for, the County, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets
of the custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled
with or become part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities. The agreement
shall describe how the custodian shall confirm the receipt and release of the securities. Such
agreement shall include all provisions necessary to provide the County a perfected interest in
the securities.

XXVI. REPURCHASE AGREEMENTS

Repurchase agreements are authorized subject to the following restrictions:

*  All repurchase agreements must be entered into subject to a
Master Repurchase Agreement.

* Trading partners are limited to banks or trust companies authorized to do business
in New York State and primary reporting dealers.
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* Obligations shall be limited to obligations of the United States or guaranteed
by agencies of the United States.

*  No substitution of securities will be allowed unless the substitute securities
are delivered to an independent custodian for the account of the County
before the previously purchased securities are released.

* The custodian shall be a party other than the trading partner.

WHEREAS, throughout the history of the United States, men and women have worked
together to build this nation, but too often the women were unsung and their contributions
sometimes went unnoticed, but the achievements, leadership, courage, strength and love of the
women who built America was as vital as that of the men whose names we know so well, and

WHEREAS, American women have been and continue to be leaders in the forefront of
the establishment of early charitable, philanthropic, and cultural institutions; led the efforts to
secure suffrage and equal opportunities for women; and also served in the abolitionist movement,
the emancipation movement, labor movements, civil rights movements, and other causes to
create a more fair and just society for all, and

WHEREAS, the history of America is full of pioneers, and listed are a few of the
remarkable accomplishment by trail-blazing women in St. Lawrence County history:

e Dr. Mary Bryan born in Lisbon in 1854 became a skilled surgeon. She ran a hospital in India
as a missionary, and upon her return to the United States she was not allowed to perform
surgeries because she was a woman, even though she had all the credentials to do so. She
then became the Medical Director for the Society of United Helpers.

e Carrie Chapman Catt, a well-known Suffragette, came to Canton to run a Suffrage
Workers school for the first Women's Suffrage Convention in St. Lawrence County, and with
relentless campaigning she won the respect of President Woodrow Wilson whose help passed
the Nineteenth Amendment.

e Lt. Col. Dr. Mary Stella Lawrence of Lisbon was working at North Sector General Hospital,
Schoffield Barracks, Hawaii, during the bombing of Pearl Harbor. After witnessing the
devastation and severe injuries of the soldiers and civilians, she immediately joined the
Army, and continued working there. In 1943, after lunch with Eleanor Roosevelt, she was
promoted to Second Lieutenant PTA-AUS and Head Physical Therapist. She
eventually returned to the mainland to work with the Surgeon General in Washington, DC.
She became Captain in 1953, a Major in 1956 and returned from an assignment in Germany
as Lt. Colonel in 1962. There were very few female Lt. Colonels in those days and even
fewer female Lt. Col. Drs.

e In 1863, Olympia Brown was the first woman to graduate from theological school at St.
Lawrence University and became the first woman to be a fully ordained minister. She was an
ardent Suffragist and one of the few who became eligible to vote after the passing of the
Nineteenth Amendment.

e Helen Morton Barker of Richville, born December 7, 1834, was a social reformer in the
Temperance Movement. For twelve (12) years, she served as treasurer of the National
Woman's Christian Temperance Union (WCTU).

e Linda Richards, born on July 27, 1841 in West Potsdam, was the first professionally trained
American nurse. She established nursing training programs in the United States and
Japan and created the first system for keeping individual medical records for hospitalized
patients.

e Patricia Ritchie, born and raised in Depeyster, was elected as St. Lawrence County Clerk in
2000 and continued in that position until 2010 when she was elected to the New York State
48" Senate District, which covered the eastern shore of Lake Ontario and the St. Lawrence
River shoreline. In the Legislature, she served as Chair of the Agriculture Committee, Co-
Chair of the bi-cameral Legislative Commission on Rural Resources and Deputy Vice-Chair
of the Senate Health Committee working to improve public health particularly in rural
counties, like those she represented.

¢ Rhoda Fox Graves of Fowler was a suffragist, women’s rights activist, and early female
politician who was the first woman to service in the New York State Senate, the first woman
to hold office in both the upper and lower legislative houses in New York State, and the first
woman to chair a New York State Senate Committee.

e Dierdre “Dede” Scozzafava resided most of her life in Gouverneur while representing District
122 in the New York State Assembly from 1999 to 2010, and in 2011 was appointed as the
New York Deputy Secretary of State for Local Government holding this post through June
2016.

e Chloe Ann O’Neil entered into politics as an aide to her husband, John O’Neil, during his
Assembly tenure. In 1992 her husband died in a car accident, and Chloe Ann was nominated
to run in a special election to fill the vacancy left by her husband. She was elected on
February 16, 1993 and remained in the Assembly until 1998.

¢ Ruth A. Doyle was appointed by the Board of Legislators to serve as County Administrator to
St. Lawrence County in 2015 for a term of four (4) years. She was reappointed to a second
term in 2019, then reappointed again in 2023 beginning her third term of office and earning
her the distinction of being the only County Administrator appointed to more than two terms
in St. Lawrence County.

e Minnie Josephine Reynolds (Scalabrino) was born in Norwood in 1865. She continued to use
her maiden name after marriage. She moved to Colorado where she was an American
journalist, women's rights activist and organizer. She founded the Denver Women's Press
Club and the Denver Woman's Club. She advocated for equal rights, women's suffrage and
temperance. She was instrumental in the passage of laws that gave women the right to vote at
the state level and in 1920 throughout the United States.

o Bessie (Pickens) Abott was one of twin daughters born in Heuvelton to John Pickens Jr., and
his wife, Frances Josephine Button. However, she used her grandmother's maiden name of
Abbott, later dropping one of the b's from the name. Bessie was an American operatic
soprano who had an active international career during the early 20th century. She was
associated with the Paris Opera and the Metropolitan Opera and excelled in performances of
Italian and French operas of the Romantic Period.

WHEREAS, the 2023 National Woman’s History Theme is “Celebrating Women Who
Tell Our Stories” and the National Women’s History Alliance encourages recognition of women,
past and present, who have been active in all forms of media and storytelling including print,
radio, television, stage, screen, blogs, podcasts, and more, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Board of Legislators proclaims March

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 78-2000 provided standards for the non-union graded and
management titles to receive the same benefits and health insurance plan provided to CSEA

which addressed the issue related to movement within the band and supervisors making less than

WHEREAS, in 2012, Resolution No. 384-2005 was rescinded due to issues of inequity
within the system and as a result, Resolution No. 304-2012 was adopted which created a new
non-union graded and management step system, and

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 304-2012 also established that future salary increases would
be applied to the salary schedule on an alternating percentage and lump sum basis in a presumed
effort to contain costs, and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that Resolution No. 304-2012 accomplished a
compression of the step system but did not reduce costs as the lump sum that was calculated
appropriated the same amount, by taking the average of the salaries of the non-union graded and
management employee multiplied by CSEA annual percent raise which represents the same cost
as applying the CSEA percent rate creating an issue of the equity of distribution,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators accepts the
recommendation and rescinds the application of salary increases on an alternating percentage and

WHEREAS, in August of each year since it was reestablished, the County Administrator
prepares an Annual Vacancy Review Analysis to identify both the areas of success as well as
categorize the challenges of retaining, filling positions, and recruiting talented staff resulting in
recommendations for consideration by the Board of Legislators, and

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 78-2000 provides that non-union graded and management
employees receive the same benefits and health insurance plan provided to CSEA Local 8400
employees, and

WHEREAS, CSEA Local 8400 contract Article VI1.9 and St. Lawrence County
Management Manual Section V11.4.D contain the same language regarding “Vacation Buy
Back” which read as follows: “A regular full-time or regular part-time employee may be paid
the monetary value of 5 days of vacation by charging it against vacation accruals if they take five
(5) or more consecutive days of vacation within a calendar year (Holidays and Weekends do not
count). In this case the vacation time must be requested in writing stating that options in this
section are being exercised. If the employee wishes to be paid in advance of the first vacation
day this request must be made 30 days prior to the first vacation day. Once an employee has
selected an option under this section and has been paid, the vacation dates shall not be changed
or canceled. This section may be exercised by an eligible employee only once each calendar
year. Vacation time is subject to Department Head approval as described in Section 6 of this
Article”, and

WHEREAS, current union/policy parameters across the County include the following:

WHEREAS, employees lose any additional hours accrued over and above the
established maximum vacation accrual balances, and

WHEREAS, there are currently 104 employees with vacation accrual balances greater
than 350 hours, and
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WHEREAS, there were 74 employees that took advantage of the Vacation Buy Back
Benefit in 2022 during a special period when Vacation Buy Back was allowed without having to
take vacation time off, and 68 employees took advantage of the Vacation Buy Back Benefit in
2021, and

WHEREAS, some employees cannot take time off due to work loads and some
employees take a lot of time off because they are at the maximum accrual balance and do not
want to lose any vacation time, and

WHEREAS, it is believed that allowing additional weeks of Vacation Buy Back would
be beneficial for the County, employee morale, and would allow employees to be more
productive, and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that providing employees with access to funds that
they are entitled to is helpful if and when employees would like to access these benefits and this
proposal would provide this option to employees, and

WHEREAS, it is recommended that St. Lawrence County pursue a Memorandum of
Agreement (MOA) with the Unions to change the benefit to reflect the following rules:

e Eligible employees will no longer be required to take off any number of consecutive

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 78-2000 sought to standardized the benefit package for
non-union employees by providing these employees the same benefit package given to CSEA
Local 8400 employees, and

WHEREAS, the current St. Lawrence County Management Manual states the following
with respect to part-time benefits, “In certain cases, the Board of Legislators may establish part-
time and/or temporary appointments to accommodate unique situations. Employees appointed to
part-time positions, and who work less than the standard work week, shall receive the approved
salary and benefit package for the position and statutory benefits including retirement (if
eligible), unemployment insurance, social security, and worker’s compensation. There shall be
no earned leave benefits. Fringe benefits shall be limited to the above-referenced items unless
otherwise approved by the Board of Legislators,” and

WHEREAS, this language in the Management Manual has resulted in some part-time
employees receiving benefits and others not receiving benefits, and

WHEREAS, the County Administrator recommends providing the option of benefits to
part-time employees as it could help with the challenges of recruiting, and

WHEREAS, the following groups allow the following benefits for part-time employees
per union contract language or policy, while recognizing the Council 82 AFSCME, Local 2390S;

WHEREAS, HAZMAT services were provided by the Ogdensburg Fire Department, at
an annual fee of $18,000, until the contract ended December 31, 2020, and

WHEREAS, since then the St. Lawrence County Office of Emergency Services resumed
management and response operations of the HAZMAT Team, and immediately began soliciting
volunteers to ensure continued response, and

WHEREAS, it has been recommended that a budget is be created for the HAZMAT
Team to continue operations and ensure adequate response, and

WHEREAS, currently, the HAZMAT Team has forty-four (44) volunteer members and
owns and operates two (2) trailers; one for entry purposes and one for decontamination, and

WHEREAS, the trailers are owned by St. Lawrence County and were previously stored
in Ogdensburg; Resolution No. 43-2023 authorized a lease of space for the trailers to be stored at
the Massena International Airport through December 31, 2023, and

WHEREAS, as the HAZMAT Team continues to operate and recruit new members,
training costs are required for members to attend the initial 80-hour HAZMAT Technician
Training normally offered for a fee in Montour Falls, conferences are needed to stay up-to-date
on HAZMAT-related topics, and medical courses required to ensure adequate treatment of those
exposed to hazardous materials, and

WHEREAS, repair and maintenance of HAZMAT equipment and trailers are
anticipated; for example, hydrostatic testing of SCBA cylinders and repairs to damaged
HAZMAT trailer items, and when possible the CNY Consortium will assist, and

WHEREAS, replacement and acquisition of HAZMAT equipment is necessary; such as
replacement of personal protective equipment (PPE) suits, replacement of portable containment
pools, and acquisition of additional tools and devices,

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County established a Workers’ Compensation Plan for
county, city, town and village employees by Local Laws 1 and 2 of 1956, and

WHEREAS, Local Law 3 of 1993 provides that the apportionment algorithm shall be
established for three (3) years, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators last set the apportionment formula in 2020 by
Resolution No. 121-2020, and

WHEREAS, for the past fifteen (15) years the St. Lawrence County Workers’
Compensation Plan has used an algorithm which, in whole or part, uses a three (3) year average
of experience as percentages of the allocation, which is currently one-hundred percent (100%)
experience and actuarial based, and

WHEREAS, an allocation formula using risk and experience based rating places
emphasis on safety in the work place, and

WHEREAS, an allocation formula in which the non-real property factor is based on the
plan participants’ payroll, employees’ job risk categories and experience results in apportioning
costs in a manner more closely related to factors generating risk that are in control of the
participants,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators sets the
allocation algorithm for Worker’s Compensation Plan Participants for 2024, 2025, and 2026, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that for the years 2024, 2025 and 2026, the allocation
formula shall be one-hundred percent (100%) risk-payroll experience, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the risk-payroll-experience amount shall be
calculated as follows: Payroll, excluding payroll for paid firefighters and fire drivers, for each
participant shall be aggregated into $100 units by New York Compensation Insurance Rating
Board (NYCIRB) promulgated class code rates then in effect, and the resulting amount shall be
adjusted by an experience modifier, which shall be calculated in accordance with generally
accepted underwriting principles and, as approved by the County Attorney and the payroll
attributable to a participant’s paid firefighters, and paid fire drivers and the per capita charges for
volunteer firefighters and volunteer rescue squad members shall not be attributed to all plan
participants on a pro rate share for purposes of calculating the allocation of cost under this
algorithm, and such attribution shall not change or affect the employment relationship of paid
personnel of the status of the relation of volunteers to the respective municipal participants, and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the year-over-year loss development experience
may be either a paid or incurred basis, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the St. Lawrence County Self-Insurance Plan
Administrator may take appropriate steps to execute the directives and intent of this resolution
and consistent with any other State law or local law or resolution of the Board of Legislators.

WALMART, WALGREENS, CVS AND ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY
WITH RESPECT TO AN ACTION RELATING TO THE OPIOID CRISIS

WHEREAS, in 2017, St. Lawrence County, through its law firm Simmons, Hanly,
Conroy, P.C. joined a class action lawsuit with numerous other municipal entities against
Pharmaceutical companies, drug manufacturers and distributors, which included Purdue Pharma,
and

WHEREAS, Purdue Pharma, Abbott Laboratories, Johnson & Johnson (also known as
“Janssen”), McKesson Corporation, Cardinal Health, Inc., as well as others, were alleged to have
created damages as a result of the usage and prescription of Oxycontin to the general public, and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County has already reached terms of an agreement with
manufacturer Purdue Pharma, and

WHEREAS, in addition to the settlement reached with Purdue Pharma, St. Lawrence
County has already reached terms of an agreement with manufacturer Johnson & Johnson (also
known as “Janssen”), McKesson Corporation, Cardinal Health, Inc., AmerisourceBergen Drug
Corporation, PSS World Medical, Inc., Kinray, LLC, Bellco Drug Corporation, and American
Medical Distributors, Inc. (the “Distributors”), Teva Pharmaceuticals, Ltd., and Allergan
Finance, LLC, and

WHEREAS, there is pending the matter of County of Suffolk v. Purdue Pharma L.P., et
al., under Index No. 400001/2017 in the Supreme Court, Suffolk County, regarding the opioid
addiction crisis, in which the County of St. Lawrence is a named plaintiff in the Action (the
“Action”), and

WHEREAS, the Action is against several defendants, including manufacturers of
opioids, distributors of opioids, and chain pharmacies, and

WHEREAS, the County of St. Lawrence now has the ability to opt-in to settlements with
three additional distributors: Walgreens, Walmart, and CVS, and

WHEREAS, Walgreens has agreed to pay to all plaintiffs approximately $5.7 billion over
15 years, beginning March31, 2023, and ending December 31, 2036, and

WHEREAS, the total amount of payments that the County of St. Lawrence would receive
from Walgreens over the fifteen year period would equal $313,393.54, and

WHEREAS, CVS has agreed to pay all plaintiffs approximately $5 billion over ten years,
beginning June 30, 2023 and ending June 30, 2032, and
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WHEREAS, the total amount of payments that the County of St. Lawrence would receive
from CVS over the ten year period would equal $291,935.55, and

WHEREAS, Walmart has agreed to pay approximately $3 billion over six years from July
15, 2023, to July 15, 2028, and

WHEREAS, the total amount of payments that the County of St. Lawrence would receive
from Walmart over the six year period would equal $184,545.75, and

WHEREAS, the State of New York, Nassau County, and Suffolk County are signatories
to the Walgreens-Walmart-CVS NY Agreement, and

WHEREAS, now most other political subdivisions in the State (including the City of
New York) have an opportunity to become a party to the Walgreens-Walmart-CVS NY
Agreement by executing the Subdivision Settlement Participation Form and the Sharing
Agreements, and

WHEREAS, under the terms of the proposed settlement, and assuming all incentives are
met, St. Lawrence County will receive a total of $690,226.94, with a portion of this money
coming from the “Global” fund (consistent with the national global settlement amount), and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the County of St. Lawrence to resolve this matter
with respect to Walmart, Walgreens, and CVS without further litigation and enter into the
proposed Agreement as it shall settle all allegations against these three defendants and avoid
protracted litigation,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators authorizes the
execution and delivery on behalf of and in the name of the St. Lawrence County by the Chair, or
his designee, of the proposed Agreement is hereby authorized, and the Chair, or his designee, is
hereby authorized, to execute the proposed Agreement in a form substantially similar thereto and
execute such other documents as may be necessary and appropriate to effectuate the settlement
with Walmart, Walgreens, and CVS, subject to County Attorney approval.

WHEREAS, the abilities of the new machine will increase efficiency of tasks and new
services such as rate shopping and electronic certified mail are expected to reduce postage costs
significantly,

representation who cannot otherwise be represented by the Office of the Public or Conflict
Defender, and

WHEREAS, the Contract (I1A011704 43007) includes a provision of the designation of
an Assigned Counsel Administrator by the Bar Association who will implement the Assigned
Counsel Plan by providing panel attorneys for criminal and for family matters required under the
law, and

WHEREAS, the terms of the new contract include the initiation and oversight by the
Assigned Counsel Administrator to establish a mentorship program for attorneys and the
implementation of a program that would provide training and continuing legal education
opportunities for qualified panel attorneys, and

WHEREAS, these activities are intended to improve the provision of representation by
existing panel attorneys as well as assist with recruiting new panel attorneys to the Program,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators authorizes the
Chair to sign a contract with the St. Lawrence County Bar Association for 2023-2025 for
Assigned Counsel Representation, upon approval of the County Attorney.

WHEREAS, the NYSEFC has made available an additional $635,000 in funding for the
third round of the Septic System Replacement Program, and

WHEREAS, the St. Lawrence County Soil and Water Conservation District (SWCD)
has previously offered to provide financial assistance for administrative costs associated with
program implementation as this type of funding is absent from the grant in its current format, and

WHEREAS, the intent to move forward with grant implementation with funds provided
by the SWCD will occur with efforts to locate additional sources of funds to support the
administration of the grant, noting that it is possible that implementation may be impacted when
administrative funding is exhausted,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators authorizes the
County to receive additional administration funding for the Septic Replacement Program, and

during the term of the PILOT Agreement, and

WHEREAS, the St. Lawrence County Industrial Development Agency manages the
PILOT negotiation process for St. Lawrence County with developers of such solar energy
systems, and

WHEREAS, the Company seeks to enter into a payment in lieu of tax agreement with
St. Lawrence County pursuant to the following terms:

e Fifteen-year payment in lieu of tax agreement pursuant to Real Property Tax Law
Section 487,

e $5,000 per MW payment to the effected jurisdictions, increasing 2% annually during
the term of the agreement; and distributed to St. Lawrence County, Madrid-
Waddington School and Town of Madrid based on their pro-rata property tax
Distribution, and

WHEREAS, the FY 2024 Executive Budget includes the “New York Housing
Compact”, and

WHEREAS, the New York Housing Compact consists of the “New Homes Targets and
Fast-Track Approval Act” and the “Transit-Oriented Development Act of 2023, and

WHEREAS, the aforementioned Bills are Article 7 Bills in the NY'S 2023/2024 budget
which due to their inclusion as such eliminates proper legislative process that will make for
better legislation, and

WHEREAS, the housing issues outlined in the Bill are not of statewide concern and are
focused on New York City and the surrounding suburbs and do not meet the level allowing the
State to remove Home Rule of zoning, and

WHEREAS, the Governor claims that the “New Homes Targets and Fast-Track
Approval Act” is necessary in order to forestall restrictive land use practices that inhibit and limit
housing Development, and

WHEREAS, as proposed the “New Homes Targets and Fast-Track Approval Act”
amends General Municipal Law and overrides the local town land use regulations as adopted in
the town zoning codes around the State of New York, and

WHEREAS, the “New Homes Targets and Fast-Track Approval Act” requires a Town to
meet or exceed a Residential Dwelling Growth Target or enact by local law two of five
“preferred actions” in order to be considered in “Safe Harbor” status, and

WHEREAS, all town services, such as police, volunteer emergency services, and/or the
school community services would be grossly impacted, and

WHEREAS, under the proposal, appeals can be brought to a new State Housing Review
Board usurping the Home Rule authority of local land use boards who understand the local
community, and

WHEREAS, the new amended Town Law, as proposed by the Governor would require
certain new zoning to be exempt from SEQRA review which would potentially adversely impact
the water quality including but not limited to; impacts on traffic and roads, potential impacts on
storm water, impact due to building on steep slopes, impact on volunteer emergency services,
impacts on police department staffing, impact of additional school age students and the schools
ability to absorb them, increase of sidewalk and mobility connectivity and all standard evaluation
criteria typically provided in a generic environmental impact statement, and
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WHEREAS, the new amended town law would prohibit municipalities from adopting
reasonable and appropriate development regulations to insure the development is compatible
with the surrounding uses, such as lot coverage, open space, building height, setbacks, floor area
ratios or parking requirements, and

WHEREAS, the residents of the St. Lawrence County have had a voice and participated
in land use decisions for decades, from the updating of the various Comprehensive Plans in
towns to participating in public hearings and volunteering on town boards and committees, and

WHEREAS, should this proposal by the Governor survive budget negotiations, the
residents of St. Lawrence County will be disenfranchised from their local elected officials, local
volunteer boards and render certain resident input meaningless,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators opposes the
“New York Housing Compact” as proposed in Governor Hochul’s FY2024 Executive Budget,
and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators implores the New York
State Legislature to continue to fight against the inclusion of the Housing Compact proposal
from the FY 2023/2024 Budget, and future budgets, and engage local Governments in dialogue
and address these goals, and

WHEREAS, most recently, Resolution No. 145-2023 authorized signing contracts for
the purpose of funding broadband development and installation for sixteen (16) projects from

WHEREAS, the Northern Border Regional Commission is a partnership between the
federal government and the States of Maine, New Hampshire, New York, and Vermont whose
mission it is to fund economic development and infrastructure projects throughout designated
counties in its four-state service area, and

WHEREAS, Development Authority of the North Country (DANC) serves the common
interests of Jefferson, Lewis, and St. Lawrence counties and owns and operates a number of
revenue-based infrastructure facilities including an extensive fiber optic network, and

WHEREAS, through a competitive process, DANC is preparing a regional application
for the expansion of broadband infrastructure that includes St. Lawrence County, and this
requires matching funds,
